2.) Tri-City Ambulance Agreement was reviewed.

3.) ¾ Ton Truck for Public Works – A quote from Lundgren Motors via the State Bid pricing was presented and reviewed.  

IT WAS MOVED BY ANTTILA, SUPPORTED BY KIPPLEY TO PURCHASE A 2017 250 ¾ TON TRUCK FROM LUNDGREN MOTORS OFF STATE BID PRICING IN THE AMOUNT OF $27,110.32 WITH THE ADDITION OF A LIFT GATE IN THE AMOUNT OF $2,174.00 AND WINTER OIL COSTING $35.00 PLUS APPLICABLE TAXES, LICENCES, AND REQUIRED FEES FOR THE PURCHASE. 4.)  Annual Voyageur’s Retreat Meeting - The Township Board of Supervisors met with representatives from Voyageur’s Retreat as required annually per the mediated settlement agreement between the City of Biwabik and Town of White.  The following items were discussed:  Great job on snowplowing last year.  Mowing was done well.  Niemi indicated 2nd pass would be completed in a few weeks.  The City of Biwabik will flag rocks in ditches and mark so the Township Public Works can remove them.  They were originally placed for erosion control and are not needed anymore.  Jacobson will call the City of Aurora regarding the manhole cover discussed which is too high.  Township Public Works will haul Class 5 to the parking lot discussed for Steve Scheuring to use to fix the washouts on the shoulder of Lake Mine Road.  Niemi will calculate the amount of yards needed.  The representatives from Voyageur’s Retreat are concerned with the road cracking and caving.  The road needs to be crack sealed.  Jacobson will contact the engineer to inspect and get a recommendation and forward this information on to Reiss.  The Township denied the request to plow Birchbark due to the size of the plow trucks.
