In the cities and places that we are reaching there are no evangelical churches
whatsoever. In 1997 when we started to plant church in Kraljevo there was not one single
evangelical believer. Our ministry is a pioneering ministry, taking over new territory for Jesus,

we are the only evangelical
church in Kraljevo and in
Cacak.

Building progress

In the upstairs of our new church building at present it is
completely empty. We would like to furnish it and make it
fully functional. Upstairs we have a minor hall, four
rooms, a kitchen and bathroom. Some rooms will be used
for offices and some will be multifunctional, ready to be
used as guests rooms, too. We plan to put a nice big
chrome cross at the top of our church building which is
very important in our context. For these jobs we need
approximately £12.000. Please, pray that God would
provide for that. Thank you very much for all your gifts
and generosity. Only together we can build God’s house
where people can be saved and transformed.

Work in Cagak is progressing well. Sasha, a
next door neighbour to our church, got saved
and was baptised. Apart from Sasha, Sara and
Cory, we have very uplifting ministry of Milan
and Dusica Lazic, and Danijela Marinkovic.
