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Payment Policy 

 Tuition payments are not related to the number of classes your child attends per 

month, but rather an installment toward the annual tuition rate for the year.  This 

annual fee is divided into ten equal payments, one for each month your child 

attends class.  All accounts must be paid in full by June 5, 2018 for 

participation in the recital. 

 All dancer accounts are required to have a credit card on file.  You may make 

your tuition payment with other forms of payment as long as it is received by the 

4
th

 of the month.  Any outstanding balances will be charged to the credit card on 

file the 5
th

 of each month.  

 Tuition not received by the 10
th

 of the month will be subject to a 10% late fee. 

o No exceptions will be made unless arrangements have been approved by 

the director prior to the 5
th

. 

o A late fee of 10% will be assessed for each additional month the open 

balance remains unpaid. 

o A dancer with an account that is 60 days delinquent will not be permitted 

to continue their classes. 

o Accounts that are 90 days delinquent will be closed and sent to 

collections.  Any charges incurred by the studio in collecting outstanding 

fees will be charged to the account.  

o You may access your dancer account at any time through our online 

system.

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Enrollment and Placement Policies                                   

             
 

Initial placement and advancement from one level to the next is based on the student’s 

own merit, understanding of vocabulary, technique and the ability to demonstrate the 

necessary skills.  Overall strength, maturity and attendance are factors as well. Every 

student is evaluated on a regular basis to ensure proper placement.  Changes in a 

student’s class placement are based on the recommendations of the MVDC director and 

Faculty.  Do not be concerned if your child repeats a level of training, students will not 

necessarily be promoted to a higher level on an annual basis.  MVDC’s faculty is 

committed to the proper and safe advancement of all of our students.  It is essential that 

the body be properly aligned and the muscles well strengthened before more complex 

exercises are undertaken.  To advance too quickly can result in injury and we do our 

utmost to protect our students against such events.  After classes have been in session for 

4 weeks, we will make any necessary adjustments to ensure all students are properly 

placed within our program.   

 

Curriculum (*Placement in classes is subject to instructor’s approval) 

 

 Predance – a 30 minute class that meets once a week for 3 and 4 year olds.  Class is 

specifically designed to provide children with a strong foundation in dance and 

movement as well as self-awareness, creative expression, imagination, teamwork, and 

basics of classroom behavior and manners while still having tons of fun! 

 Kinderdance – a 45 minute combination class of tap (first half of class) and ballet (second 

half of class) for 5 year olds that meets once a week.  Students continue to work on 

concepts learned in Predance, but in greater degrees of complexity as well as mastering 

basic tap and ballet fundamentals.  A dance bag is highly 

recommended for this class.  Students will perform a tap routine in the year end recital. 

 Ballet – a 45 minute class that meets once a week for students age 6 and up.  This class 

helps develop grace, poise, rhythm, flexibility, and expression. 

o Ballet I – (ages 6 and up) with or without experience 

o Ballet II – (ages 7 and up) with 1-2 years experience 

o Ballet III- (ages 8 and up) with 2-3 years experience 

o Ballet IV/Beg. Lyrical – (ages 10 & up) with 3-4 years experience 
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 Lyrical/Contemporary – a 45 minute class that meets once a week for students age 12 and 

up.  It is a combination of ballet, jazz, and modern dance with emphasis on story telling 

through movement.  It is also a collection of methods developed from modern and post-

modern dance and can take on many forms including dance fusion, emergent dance and 

revisionism. 

  

o Junior – (ages 12 & up) intermediate 

o Senior – (ages 14 & up) advanced 

 Jazz – a 45 minute class that meets once a week.  It is a fast-paced class that starts with a 

full body warm-up including isolations and stretching then continues with the mastering 

of loco motor skills for coordination.  Jazz incorporates current and historical styles of 

dance. 

o Jazz I – (ages 7 and up) with or without prior experience 

o Jazz II – (ages 8 & up) with at least 1 year experience 

o Jazz III/IV – (ages 10 & up) with 3 years experience  

o Junior Jazz – (ages 12 & up) intermediate 

o Senior Jazz – (ages 14 & up) advanced 

 Tap – a 45 minute class that meets once a week.  Tap helps develop a sense of rhythm and 

coordination as well as self expression.  Available to students age 6 and up. 

o Tap I – (ages 6 and up) with or without experience 

o Tap II – (ages 7 & up) with at least 1 year experience 

o Tap III- (ages 8 and up) 2 years experience   

o Tap IV– (age 10 & up) with at least 3 years experience 

o Jr. Tap-(ages 12 & up) intermediate 

o Senior Tap (ages 14 & up) advanced  

o Adults – for adults with or without experience  

 Technique – a required class for all Dance Force Team members and pointe students.  

Focuses primarily on improving technique, strength, and flexibility. 

o For the safety of dancers, students are not permitted to miss more than 1 class per 4 

week period. 

o Enrollment in the appropriate level is subject to instructor’s approval. 

 Leaps/Turns/Conditioning- a required class for all Dance Force team members that focuses 

on  building the necessary muscle tone and strength, flexibility and cardio endurance for 

today’s competitive dancer.  

 Hip Hop – (ages 8 and up) -- A 45 minute class where students learn isolations, rhythm, 

and basic technique associated with a broad spectrum of hip hop styles. Hip Hop 

Technique is for students with enough understanding of movement and rhythm to begin 

mastering specific hip hop styles.  There are 3 levels of hip hop as well as an Adult Hip 

Hop/Jazz fusion class. 

 Irish (ages 7 and up) – A 45 minute class that meets once a week for ages 8-adult.  Irish 

class is intended to teach the student the fundamentals of historical Irish Dance technique 

in a fun and energetic atmosphere.  There are 3 levels, level I is ages 7-10, level 2 is ages 

11-16 (with 2 years tap experience or teacher approval), Adult Irish age 17 and up.

MVDC believes that uniforms foster a more structured and disciplined class environment, which 

will also promote a positive classroom atmosphere.  It is very important for our teachers to be 

able to see their student’s bodies for proper body alignment; which will in turn aid in correct 

muscular development and in preventing injuries.  Dress code (both hair and attire) will be strictly 

enforced.  Students not meeting the specified dress code will be asked to sit and watch class until 

the dress code can be met.   

Female Students 

 Must wear assigned leotard color (no attached skirts) and pink or suntan tights.  (See page 

13) 

 Hair must be in a bun, bangs secured. 

 Level I – IV: Form fitting black shorts may be worn during jazz and tap classes only.   

 Jr.  & Sr. Levels: Form fitting black shorts are optional. 

 Hip Hop and Adult Classes:  Active wear that allows you to move freely in class.  

Examples-yoga pants, sweat pants, longer shorts, tshirt, tank top.  Please do not wear 

jeans or other restrictive clothing.

 Should wear a fitted white t – shirt with black shorts or athletic pants with proper shoes.

Hair 

must be in a bun and bangs secured. Shoes: slip on jazz shoes 

Hip Hop.  Loose fitting active wear. Hair in a ponytail.  Shoes: clean dance 

sneakers or tennis shoes used for dance class only.  These shoes cannot be worn 

outside.  Specific shoes will be determined for the recital in January. 

Irish-Black leotard (will be used in Winter Carnival performance), any color tights, 

black shorts or skirts (no drawstrings) optional. 

Shoes: Irish Ghillies.  (any color ballet shoe can be worn until January).  Hair must be in 
a ponytail.   

*Please be sure your child’s name is on the inside of each shoe prior to the first 

class. 
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TO PROLONG THE USE OF YOUR DANCE SHOES AND TO HELP KEEP THE 

DANCE FLOOR CLEAN PLEASE DO NOT WEAR YOUR DANCE SHOES 

OUTSIDE.  NO STREET SHOES ARE PERMITTED ON THE DANCE FLOOR. 

 

Other Dance Center Regulations 

Miami Valley Dance Center and its instructors will not be held liable for any injuries or 

property damage which may occur during the course of instruction. 

 

Restroom Policy 

 Please be sure your child uses the restroom before coming to class. 

o When a child asks to use the restroom during class it usually causes a chain 

reaction and we want our students to get the most out of their classes.  

o Please do not flush feminine items, baby wipes or paper towels in the toilet.  

Dispose in trashcans.  

 

Food and Beverage Policy 

 Dance Room 

o No food, including gum or candy, is permitted in the dance room. 

o Water is the ONLY beverage allowed in the dance room. 

o Water, Sports Drinks and snacks are available for purchase in the back lobby. 

 Break Room Area 

o Food and Drinks are permitted, but must be cleaned up after use.   

 Lobby 

o Food and beverages are permitted in the lobby provided that it is disposed of 

properly.  

 

Personal Belongings 

 Dancers should bring their dance bags and personal items into the dance room to 

keep the hallway clear.  We are not responsible for any items that go missing if 

left in the hallway. 

 There is a Lost and Found box located in the lobby.  Any items left unclaimed 

after 30 days will be donated or thrown away.

Observation Policy 

 Observers, please do not tap on the window or wave to students in the classroom. 

o This is distracting not only to students but also to the instructor.  If you 

notice that students are being distracted please back away from the 

window.  Some children do not deal well with being observed by adults or 

other children. 

o We try to leave the curtains open as much as possible, but this is at the 

discretion of the instructor. 

o Please do not take photographs using a flash.  This is very distracting to 

the teachers and students. 

 All observation is to be done from the lobby only.  The doors to the dance room 

must remain closed.   
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Lobby Etiquette 

 

 Please help us in keeping our lobbies clean.  Pick up after yourselves and be 

careful with food and drink.   

 No standing or sitting near the classroom doorways. 

 All young dancers and siblings are to remain under parent supervision at all times.  

They are not allowed to run or hang on the railings in the hallway.  

 Please keep the noise level to a minimum.  Excessive noise can be very 

distracting to the students and instructors in the classrooms. 

 The Breakroom is designed for dancers who need to do homework or eat a meal.  

Please give them priority to use the space. 

 

Parking Lot Etiquette 

 All dancers are required to wear street clothes over their dance attire when 

entering and exiting the building.  

 Dance shoes must not be worn outside of the building 

 Smoking is not permitted in or around the building or the parking lot. 

 Cars must be parked in designated parking spaces.  Parking by the back door 

is not permitted and poses a safety hazard to our dancers. 

 We will be having 2 parking space raffles throughout the year where you can 

bid on the parking spot closet to the backdoor! 

 

Drop off/Pick up Policy 

 Please enter through the rear entrance of the Dance Center.  This is to ensure our 

dancer’s safety since Broad Street is very busy. 

 Please do not drop off your child any more than 15 minutes before their scheduled 

class time unless prior arrangements have been made. 

 Students must wait inside the Dance Center until their ride arrives to pick them 

up.  For everyone’s safety, NO ONE is permitted to wait outside. 

 Please pick up your child within 15 minutes after their class has ended.  The 

dance studio can not be held responsible for unsupervised children. 

 

Dance Center Closings 

 If we feel the need to close the Dance Center due to inclement weather or other 

unforeseen circumstances, we will leave an announcement on the studio’s 

answering machine, as well as on the Dance Center’s website and Facebook page.  

Closings will be posted by 3:00 p.m. 

o It is important to note that the Dance Center does not always close when 

school has been cancelled and vice versa. 

 In case of a closing, the classes scheduled for that night can be made up the 

following week in a similar level. 

 The Dance Center WILL be open on the following Holidays:  Columbus Day, 

Veterans Day, Martin Luther King Day, President’s Day. 

 We will be closed on Halloween, Thanksgiving Break, Winter Break, Spring 

Break and Memorial Day.  Specific dates can be found on the last page.

 The dress rehearsal will be at the Dance Center. 

 Due to the limited space, please drop off and pick up your child 

rather than staying for the entire rehearsal time. 

 Students are required to wear their hair, make-up, leotard and 

tights as they would for the actual show. 

 More information regarding the specifics of hair and make-

up will be passed out closer to the date of the show. 

o The Winter Carnival of Dance will be held at Fairborn High School. 

Tentatively set for Friday, December 15, 2017 at 7:00 p.m.  

 The order in which the classes are to perform for the show will be 

announced at a later date. 

 Non-participating students 

o Any student not participating in the show will receive a complimentary 

ticket. 

 Ticket Sales 

o Tickets will be available for advance purchase at the Dance Center and at 

Fairborn High School the night of the show. 

o All tickets will be sold for $8 plus a non-perishable food item. 

o Children under the age of 3 are admitted free. 

o As always, all proceeds will go to the Fairborn FISH food pantry. 
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Year-end Annual Dance Extravaganza! 
 

All students are encouraged to perform in our fabulous end of the year “Dance 

Extravaganza” that is held at the Clark State Performing Arts Center, Kuss Auditorium, 

in Springfield, Ohio.  The 2018 rehearsal and performance will be June 15-16, 2018. 

 

 

Costumes 

 Most costumes will run between $55.00-$95.00 and most will include one pair of 

recital tights.   

 The deposit for the costume(s) is due October 5, 2017.  

o The deposit is $35 per costume, per child 

o The remaining balance of the costume(s) is due no later than January 5, 

2018. 

o Costume payments will be subject to a 10% late fee for each month they 

are late. 

 Simple alterations may be required and are not included in the price of the 

costume. 

o Specific directions for alterations will be handed out when the costume is sent 

home.   

o No costumes will be sent home until they are paid in full and tuition is up to 

date. 

 Tights will be ordered by the director to ensure that each student has matching 

tights for the recital.  It is important, due to the variety of tights, that students 

wear the tights ordered for the recital during both the rehearsal and the 

performance. 

o For the rehearsal and the recital, NO underwear is to be worn underneath 

tights. 

 Please remember to put your child’s name in each costume piece. 

o With multiple costume pieces and multiple students with the same costume it 

is easy for items to get misplaced. 

 Whenever a dancer is not waiting backstage to perform, performing onstage, or 

getting their picture taken with the photographer they must wear a cover up. 

 

*Please Note: We will be ordering recital costumes during Winter break.  You should 

expect your child’s costume(s) to arrive in the Spring.  If your child is enrolled after 

Winter break, their costume(s) will not arrive with the costumes that were ordered before 

the break.  Each costume is made individually and can take 12-14 weeks to be made and 

shipped. 

*Please Note:  We do our best to ensure the proper fit of each child’s costume.  Costumes 

should fit fairly snug, however if you feel your child’s costume should be returned for a 

different size the exchange and shipping costs will be at your own expense.  Again, we 

must allow several weeks for a new costume to be made and shipped. 
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Dance Photographs 
 Each June the Dance Center hires Better Images to photograph students 

individually in their dance costumes as well as a group picture with their class.  There is 

no obligation to purchase pictures.  Photos will be taken at Dress Rehearsal.  

 

Recital Memorabilia 

 

We take pride in presenting a professionally staged, entertaining and fast paced recital.  

You may want to take advantage of the following items to remember this great 

experience! 

 Recital T-shirts will feature the recital’s theme and date on the front and list all 

student names on the back.  An order form will be sent via email in April as well 

as posted on the website.  They are due no later than 4 weeks before the recital.  

All shirts must be preordered. 

 Recital DVDs will be available for purchase through a professional videographer.   

 Gift Items will also be available for purchase in the lobby during recital weekend.   

 

Recital/Rehearsal Fee 

This fee helps cover the costs associated with producing our performances. 

 The fee is $25 per dancer. 

 This fee is to be paid no later than April 5, 2018.   
The following will be included with the recital fee: 

o Chaperones for your child’s class. 

o Dancer Ticket 

 Please be sure to order this ticket when you place your original 

order. 

 If your child is performing in all Acts they will not be permitted to 

sit in the auditorium.

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Rehearsal 

The mandatory Dress Rehearsal is set for Friday, June 15, 2017 at the Kuss Auditorium 

starting at 5:00 p.m. 

 Dress rehearsal is mandatory.  In order to participate in the recital your child must 

be present for the dress rehearsal.   

 Dress rehearsal is a closed rehearsal.  Only 1 parent per dancer is permitted in the 

auditorium at the rehearsal.   

 A rehearsal schedule will be provided in June’s newsletter. 

 Students are required to wear their hair, make-up, and costume as they would for 

the actual show. 

 

Hair and Makeup  

 Hair 

o Female students will usually have their hair in a bun or ponytail for the 

rehearsal and the recital unless otherwise instructed by your child’s teacher.  

Students with hair too short to pull into a back should see their teacher. 

o Do not add extra hair ribbons or use colored barrettes. 

o If you have any questions about hair style or head pieces please ask your 

child’s teacher. 

 Make-up will need to be applied for both the rehearsal and the recital. 

o Detailed instructions will be included in the May issue of Dance! 

 

Dressing Rooms 

 Dressing rooms are only for the Junior, Senior and Adult classes as well as all 

male students and Team members.  A changing area will be set up in Turner 

Studio for all other levels. 

Student Awards 

 All 5, 10, 15 and 20 year dance students and/or graduating seniors will be 

recognized at our awards ceremony before the recital.  The awards ceremony will be at 

4:30 p.m. prior to each performance on June 16th. 

 Anyone receiving an award is welcome to attend both ceremonies.  We ask that 

you report to Stage Left by 4:15 p.m. 
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Recital Details 

 The recital will be located at the Clark State Performing Arts Center, Kuss 

Auditorium, 300 S. Fountain Street in Springfield, Ohio. 

 For the Specialty Performance recital (this is our solo, duo and trio performances 

from our Dance Force) on Saturday, June 16th, doors will open at 12:30 p.m. with 

the show beginning at 1:00 p.m. 

 For the Saturday evening performance on June 16th performance, the doors will 

reopen at 4:00 p.m.  Awards will begin at 4:30 and the show will be starting at 

5:00. 

 At the end of the show we bring all the students back on stage for the “Assembly 

of Performers.” 

o All students who participate in the Assembly of Performers will receive a 

commemorative recital ribbon. 

Important Things to Remember 

 Rehearsal is mandatory 

 Accounts must be paid in full by June 5, 2018, in order for your child to perform 

in the recital.  NO EXCEPTIONS 

 No flash photography for the safety of the dancers.  Photos may only be taken at 

dress rehearsal.   

 Use of electronic equipment during an MVDC theater performance is strictly 

prohibited.  They include, but are not limited to:  cell phones, tablets, iPods, 

cameras etc.  These items are extremely distracting during our 

performances, and therefore will not be permitted in the auditorium. 

 You may videotape the rehearsal only.  We do not allow any photography at the 

recital so that everyone may enjoy the performance without an obstructed view of 

the stage. 

 Class photos will be taken at dress rehearsal. 

 Put your child’s name in every costume item including shoes, tights, and head 

pieces. 

 No nail polish or jewelry may be worn during rehearsal or during the 

performance. 

 No eating or drinking is permitted in the auditorium or in the lobby of the theater. 

 Be generous with your applause. 

 Don’t forget the parent wrist band.  This allows one parent backstage access as 

well as admittance into the auditorium for dress rehearsal.  (More information will 

be passed out regarding the wristband closer to the recital). 
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Tickets 

 The recital performances are reserved seating only.  You must purchase a ticket 

and we ask that you to sit in the seat shown on your ticket. 

 Anyone sitting in the Orchestra or Mezzanine sections will NOT be permitted to 

enter or exit the auditorium once an act begins.  This is to insure that no one gets 

an obstructed view of the stage during the performances. 

 Anyone that needs to enter and exit the auditorium during the performance 

(costume changes or any other reason) should purchase a ticket in the Balcony 

section in order to keep distractions to a minimum.  

* Anyone arriving late will seated in the Balcony section and will be seated in 

their reserved section at the next Intermission.  Please be sure anyone coming 

to watch the recital is aware of this policy. 

 Information on how to purchase tickets will given out at a later date. 

 All dancers are admitted with their Dancer Ticket and student ID number.  This 

number will be assigned to them a few weeks prior to the recital. 

 Ticket prices will be $12 - $16 depending on location.  Box seats will also be 

available at the premium price. 

 The admission you pay along with the Recital Fee allows us to pay for the rental 

of the auditorium, stagehand wages, programs, props, and box office services.   

 Tickets will be available for purchase approximately 4 weeks prior to the 

performance.

Other Performance Opportunities 

 
Parades 

 Our studio is proud to take part in Fairborn’s Annual Hometown Holiday Parade 

and Fairborn’s Annual Fourth of July Parade.  Participation is purely optional, but lots of 

fun!  Dancers in a level III class and higher are eligible to participate in a dance routine 

that they will perform during the length of the parade.  All other students wishing to 

participate are welcome to walk with the studio. 

 

Holiday Parade                                   

-Usually takes place the first Friday in December. 

o Fairborn has changed the format of this parade, once we have more details of 

our involvement we will let you know. 
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Fourth of July Parade 

o Students age 3 and up can dress in their recital costume or MVDC t-shirt and 

walk the parade route.  We suggest wearing comfortable shoes without tights. 

o Students eligible to participate in the dance routine will need to purchase a 

parade t-shirt, shorts (color to be determined at a later date) and white tennis 

shoes.  Students must also attend 1 practice which will be scheduled a few 

days before the parade. 

o All students wishing to participate will find dates and times in the June recital 

program. 

 

National Dance Day 

 National Dance Day is usually held the last Saturday in July.  All MVDC students 

are welcome to participate in this event.  More detailed information will be announced 

closer to the event. 
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Break Dress Code Opportunities 

 

Every 8 weeks or so we allow our dancers to break the dress code by wearing whatever 

they like to class (and still move freely) for a donation to a specific charity.  We will be 

taking collections during the week and donate them to such organizations as the 

American Red Cross, Humane Society, Fairborn Fish, American Cancer Society, etc.
