  Workshops 

A - Farm Familiarization 
 

This workshop is designed to familiarize the 
rescuer to various farm equipment and 

structures that may be encountered. Emergency 
shutdown procedures, equipment operation, 

storage hazards are all to be covered. A “must 

attend” for any personnel not familiar with this 
environment. 

B - Tractor Rollover 

More common tractor overturns and discussion 
of stabilization techniques as well as emergency 

medical concerns with hands on experience will 
be showcased in this workshop. 

C - Equipment Extrication 

Principles of machinery extrication will be 
discussed as well as hands on incident size-up, 

extrication and patient handling will be 
performed in this workshop. 

D - Silo Rescue 

This workshop will be an on scene presentation 
of the needs to perform a safe rescue from a silo. 

Ropes, rigging, anchors, knots and harnesses will 
be utilized during the evolution. By utilization of 

an actual silo and equipment on the farm, 
personnel will be better prepared for the silo 

rescue. 

E - Grain Bin Rescue 

Similar to the silo rescue, grain bins have their 
own unique hazards. Utilizing safety equipment, 
this workshop will be an on scene presentation 

of the needs to perform a safe rescue from a
