CAREER RESEARCH

Students are introduced to the 16 Career
Clusters and are encouraged to explore their
talents and skills. What skills and talents do
they possess that could turn into a career.
They then conduct research of those careers
that interest them. They explore, training,
what the career entails, compensation, and
career outlook.

ON-THE-JOB TRAINING

CBI provides work-based learning experiences
for at-risk students, while also emphasizing
on early awareness, academic intervention,
and recovery. This is accomplished by build-
ing relationships between the CBI instructor
and potential employers in the area. On-The-
Job Training is coordinated between the em-
ployer and the CBI instructor. Work-based
learning is conducted during or after school.

Serves students Grades 7-12 (ages 12-21).
