1. Call to order: Chairman Martha Dowling called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.  Also present were Brian Brown, Laurie Brown, Natalie Stinson (PCM Community Managers) and Wayne Prince, John Buente, Michael Link, Jim Dothage, Donna Dothage, Sandy Martinson, Bob White, Gail King, Carole White, and Janice Carlletti (residents).

2. Roll call of Directors and Community manager:

3. Amendment/Correction of Minutes:  Motion to accept minutes as presented was presented by Chairman Dowling and seconded by John Geis.  Minutes were approved as written.

4. Homeowner issues: 

a. Residents are concerned about children driving golf carts throughout the subdivision.  One resident has filed a complaint with the police.   Chairman Dowling said that this issue is also up to the children’s parents.  PCM offered to send a letter to all of the residents regarding the use of golf carts.
b. There are two houses near the entrance of the subdivision with roof damage.  Chairman Dowling advised PCM to send letters to the residents of those homes.
c. Gail King is concerned about the debris in the detention pond near her home.  Pictures of standing water in her back yard as well as plat maps were reviewed.  Chairman Dowling stated it was difficult to determine whether the developer or the HOA would be responsible for cleanup based upon the plat map.  She said that the HOA would look into the problem.  PCM will also contact the city engineer to see if they can do anything.  
d. The condition of the streets was brought up by a resident.  Chairman Dowling stated that the streets are owned by the city of Belleville and recommended contacting the alderman, to the agreement of Dan Ragen.

e. A resident of Spyglass Village said that there is an issue with the company that maintains their properties.   The lawns are not being mowed in a timely manner.  Laurie Brown stated that should send a letter to the grass cutting company.

5. Treasurers report: Cash on hand was reported as approximately $110,000.00.  Delinquencies are under $8000.00.  There has been a very successful collection rate this year.
6. Committee reports:

a. Common grounds & Pool Committee:

i. Laurie Brown provided a detailed list of pool closing items.  Chairman Dowling asked that the restrooms be sprayed for bugs.
ii. Chairman Dowling asked if the pool could be opened earlier in May so that it will be ready for the residents without any problems.
iii. Chairman Dowling would like bids to fix the fill line to both pools.
iv. Pool chairs will not be replaced unless they are broken.

v. There was discussion about placing an epoxy with sand in the bathrooms to prevent slips and falls.

b. Social Committee:

i. The next meeting will be September 28th at the clubhouse.

ii. The holiday party is scheduled for December 3rd.

7. Directory:  Chairman Dowling discussed making the community directory available on the website.  Residents could access information with a code so that their information is secure.  The residents present seemed comfortable with this idea.  John Geis said the cost to print the directory is $500 - $600 and is usually outdated within a couple of months of publication.
8. Website:  Chairman Dowling said the cost for the website had been $1200 yearly.  The domain name has now been renewed for three years at a cost of $250 with free maintenance.
9. ACC Requests:

a. A request has been submitted to add a fence to surround a potential pool.  There is concern that the height of the fence does not meet city code as well as should the fence be allowed prior to the installation of the pool.   The request will be referred to the ACC.
b. A request for a porch was approved.

c. Another request for a porch was also referred to the ACC due to the concern that the porch would face Titlist Drive.  

10. Signs in Yards:  The question was raised as to whether signs are allowed in yards, especially those supporting Mascoutah’s football team and political signs.  It was determined that these signs are allowed.

11. Overnight Parking:  John Geis asked Laurie Brown to drive through the subdivision at night during the week.  

12. Tennis Courts:  The tennis courts have not been repaired yet due to finances.  Chairman Dowling asked for a cost benefit analysis with bids from actual tennis court companies to resurface, repair, and replace the court.

13. Stones on Entrance Monument:  Contact Ryan Florek to make repairs.

14. Plum Hill Entrance:  The area near the Plum Hill Road entrance is being driven over by cars.  There is a landscape easement in this area.  PCM will contact Munie to see what types of landscaping can be installed to prevent further damage to the land.

17. Adjournment: Chairman Dowling moved to adjourn, which was seconded and passed by all present.
