Patients Hickory Trail Hospital May Require Medical
Clearance

= Patients whose vital signs are not stable

= Patients who have not visited their primary physicians for
routine check-ups / examinations

= Patients who require medical attention on a regular basis

(These patients may be required to be seen by a licensed
medical staff before being cleared for admission)

Patients Hickory Trail Hospital Cannot Accept
= Patients who require 24-hour medical attention by a
licensed medical staff (Nurses, Physicians, Nurse
