SAFETY ORTS: 
 
Range Safety:  
 
We have been seeing a lot less impacts on the wall. Great job with muzzle control! Let’s keep it up.  
 
Safety class/Renewals:  
 
Safety classes are required for ALL membership renewals. Classes for next year’s renewals have begun. 
There will be multiple opportunities to attend a safety class both following the regular club meetings and at 
other scheduled times, to be announced. A safety class is required for each year. There will be no more 
membership renewals until March at the regular renewal time. New members will be allowed to join through 
January at the pro-rated price of $70. No new members will be accepted in February. 
 
First Aid for Gunshot Wounds: 
 
Texas Law Shield Gunshot Wound First Aid course will be held on Tuesday, October 22nd from 6:00PM to 
9:00PM at the TPPC classroom. This class covers proper use of tourniquets as well as other first aid 
techniques for trauma victims. Class is open to the public, members are encouraged to bring a guest. The cost 
of the class is $39 for Texas Law Shield members and $59 for non-members. Attendees are asked to sign up 
and pay in advance by going to the Texas Law Shield website, www.gunlawseminar.com. Walk-ins will be 
accepted.
