Dress Code Policy

Rules and Regulations

(This applies to Contestants, Queen, Runners up, and Miss Congeniality)

LISTNUM 1 \l 1
Crown (if applicable) and sashes are to be worn at all times while on the Mason County Fair grounds and surrounding area.

LISTNUM 1 \l 1
During fair week, closed toe shoes should be worn at all times while in the show arena.  This will prevent sawdust from getting in your shoes plus prevent any accidents from animals.

LISTNUM 1 \l 1
Appropriate dress should be worn at all times while wearing your crown or sash (in other words, while representing the Mason County Fair).  Spaghetti straps are allowed but nothing strapless (unless evening gown).  Straps from undergarments should never show.  Nothing low cut in the front nor backless.  Hem lines should be no shorter than the tips of your fingers when held palm-flat against your side.  No splits or dresses higher than mid-thigh.

      4)  No contestant shall get a new tattoo or body piercing so long as these Rules and    

             Regulations apply to her.  Any pre-existing tattoos or body piercings shall be hidden from                   public view while representing the Mason County Fair.   

Note:  These rules will apply both to your reign during the week of the Mason County Fair and year round as you represent your area.  While styles may change, taste will not.  You are now an ambassador.  Please be responsible and use appropriate care in choosing your attire while representing your county and your fair.

Contract Addendum:

If I am selected as Mason County Fair Queen or as one of the members of the court (1st-3rd runners-up or Miss Congeniality) I agree to abide by the rules and regulations as set forth in the dress code policy.  If I do not abide by the dress code, I understand that, at the discretion of the pageant committee, I may be asked to correct my dress in a manner that is agreeable to the committee.  If I refuse, or continue to wear articles of clothing that are deemed inappropriate by the committee, I understand that I may be subject to disciplinary action ranging from the removal of my crown/sash to the forfeiture of my title and awards hereto and my successor shall be declared from the order of court ranking.  If I am selected as Mason County Fair Queen, I agree to represent the Mason County Fair at other fairs and festivals throughout the surrounding areas.  I further agree to uphold the honor and dignity of my title during such representation.  If I am selected as a member of the court (1st - 3rd runners-up or Miss Congeniality), I agree to assist the queen in her duties to the extent of helping with award presentations and other duties as set directed by the pageant committee.  I understand that failure to abide by any of these requirements may necessitate the forfeiture of my title and sash.  I further agree to provide assistance, as needed throughout the ensuing year for such purposes as appearing as a representative of the Mason County Fair at various events and as assisting with the planning and preparation of the subsequent year’s pageant and fair as directed by the pageant committee.
