8-8-21 —— Giants of the Faith: MOSES

A ROADMAP OF FAITH, LIFE & THE PEOPLE OF GOD
Exodus 3:1-10

From the time of his birth and miraculous survival to his last and dying days (120 years later), Moses was born of God
to be a traveler, a sojourner of faith and a guide to generations of God’s people... Moses was uniquely prepared and
faithful in his obedience and relationship with GOD ALMIGHTY --- the maker and creator of the universe. Moses had the
gift of writing and recording the adventures of his life and his relationship with God.

We are blessed to have this ANCIENT narrative as recorded in the first five books of the Bible which are generally
believed to be predominantly written by Moses --- (Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers & Deuteronomy) so that we
might look, learn from, and APPLY it our lives and our world today.

SCRIPTURE READING: EXODUS 3:1-10 “Moses with God at the Burning Bush”

Now Moses was tending the flock of Jethro his father-in-law, the priest of Midian, and he led the flock to the far
side of the wilderness and came to Horeb, the mountain of God. 2 There the angel of the Lord appeared to him in flames
of fire from within a bush. MOSES SAW that though the bush was on fire it did not burn up. 3 So MOSES THOUGHT ‘I
will go over and see this strange sight—why the bush does not burn up.”

4WHEN THE LORD SAW that he had gone over to look, God CALLED to him from within the bush, “Moses!
Moses!” And Moses said, “Here | am.”

5“Do not come any closer,” God said. “Take off your sandals, for the place where you are standing is holy
ground.” 8 Then he said, “I am the God of your father,the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac and the God of Jacob.” At
this, MOSES HID his face, because he was afraid to look at God.

“THE LORD SAID, “I have indeed seen the misery of my people in Egypt. | have heard them crying out because of
their slave drivers, and | am concerned about their suffering. 8 So | have come down to rescue them from the hand of the
Egyptians and to bring them up out of that land into a good and spacious land, a land flowing with milk and honey ...
.10SO NOW GO. | AM SENDING YOU TO PHARAOH TO BRING MY PEOPLE OUT OF EGYPT.”
