October is Respect Life Month

The church in the Unit-
ed States celebrates Oc-
tober as Respect Life
month. During this
month, we are to place
special emphasis on
understanding, valuing
and becoming engaged
with supporting the God-given dignity of every
person. We are called to promote life and de-
fend life - from the moment of conception to
natural death.

How to promote a Culture of Life
Watching the news and reading the headlines,
we may feel helpless seeing the heartbreaking
lack of respect for human life. How do we re-
spond when our efforts seem small in the face
of the culture of death?

To understand more fully how to defend and
protect human life, we must first consider who
we are, at the deepest level. God creates us in
his image and likeness, which means we are
made to be in loving relationship with him. The
essence of our identity and worth, the source of
our dignity, is that we are loved by God: “We
are not the sum of our weaknesses and failures;
we are the sum of the Father’s love for us and
our real capacity to become the image of his
Son.” (St. John Paul)

Being a disciple of Jesus naturally includes
sharing the Gospel with others and inviting
them into a deeper relationship with God. As
Christians, our identity and our mission are two
sides of the same coin; like the apostles, we are
called to be missionary disciples.

When someone is facing great trials, we need to
meet them where they are, walk with them on
their journey, intercede for them, and be open
to sharing Christ’s love however he directs. For
example, when a woman becomes pregnant,
and her boyfriend threatens to leave if she con-
tinues the pregnancy, we need to lovingly walk
with her. When family members or friends be-
come seriously ill, we need to assure them that
God still offers them something in this life, and
they still have purpose. We need to consistently
be with them every step of the way. Sometimes
our actions speak for themselves; other times,
words are needed. (Excerpted from Respect Life
