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Musings From Mark: 

òMay the favor of the Lord our God rest on us, establish the work of our hands 
for us- yes, establish the work of our hands. ðPsalm 90:17 
 

I chose this verse because I wanted to highlight the mission trip that we are going 
on this year, and that will be to Johns River Valley Camp. This will be the last week 
of June, from Sunday, June 24th through Saturday, June 30th.  There are two big  
reasons that I wanted to do the mission trip to JRVC this year. First, to give those 
that would want to go on a mission but donõt want to travel far an opportunity. 
Second reason is to prove that we have people in real need here in our backyard. 
The theme for the week which we will be going is òEarth Care Week.ó Some of the activities we will be 
doing include, but are not limited to:  river clean-up at Wilsonõs Creek, weathering and re-weathering 
of houses, and helping out at the FARM Café. (F.A.R.M. stands for Feeding All Regardless of Means) 
Our fun activity will be on Wednesday, and that will be a relaxing inner tube ride on the New River.
