Thanks for calling about the septic tank at the Morton County Fair Grounds.

Since the tank is going to be abandoned, the code states:

When a septic tank is abandoned, it shall be pumped by a septic system servicer, the tank shall then be crushed and
backfilled with soil, sand, or gravel or filled with a flowable fill and capped.

Your plans to crush it and cover it in place are acceptable.

No permit for this is required.
