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Tournament signup deadline: Saturday January 11

Your board of directors wishes all of our members and the golf course staff a
Merry Christmas and a safe and joyous holiday season.

The 2014 Tournament Schedule has been finalized. You will find it in this
newsletter, and of course always on the web site. There are some changes in the
requirements to play in some of the “Major” tournaments. For the Invitational and
Club Championship, you must have played in at least one prior tournament,
instead of 2 or 3 as we used to require. In addition, to play in the Club
Championship in September, you must be a member in June of that year. We
feel the three month minimum membership requirement will protect us from a
last-minute signup cleaning us out, and still allow active members who cannot
participate in a lot of monthly tournaments to compete in the Club Championship.

We have also decided to allow online posting of scores. We resisted this for
many years because of the difficulty in peer review, but with the proliferation of
internet only clubs, many members can already post on line, so we may as well
get on board. All posted scores will still be reviewed by the Handicap Chairman.
There are links to post online on the web site. This does not change our general
posting policy: All rounds should be posted the day they are played, and if
you play a home or tournament round at El Prado, you are expected to post
your score in the golf shop before you leave the course. Online posting is
useful for example when you play an away round and cannot post for some
reason; or maybe you finish a round in the dark and the golf shop is already
locked up. If you have any questions, ask Fred Wallace or any board member.

We also need to clarify the “deadline” for tournament signups. To be guaranteed
a spot, you need to sign up by the Saturday prior to the tournament. We will
usually accept late signups until Tuesday, but only on a space available basis. If
we have filled our reserved tee times, and the course has already booked the
adjacent tee times, then you may not get in to the tournament.

1.) There was only one card not added correctly
on the back nine.

Now for some tips on scoring:

1.) Keep the Player score on one line. The line
designated with the players name.

2.) Use the Team/Net line when designated.

3.) Do Not keep other team/player scores on the
same card unless designated. Please grab
another card if you want to keep your own or
the other team/player scores on the side.

4.) Clearly annotate your Birdies and Eagles.
Circle birdies and caret <eagles>.

Check in table tips:

1.) Don’'t check in before the table is open
(usually 7 am).

2.) Do check in before the table is designated to
close (We are now closing the table 50
minutes before the first tee time of the day).

3.) Your handicap is usually going to be taken
from the first of the month so if you have an
issue please let me know but don’t discuss it in
detail at the check in. | will repair any
discrepancies by the end of the day.
