(Hint: it’s not you.   Or, maybe it is.) 

 
Aug 27                       Give Out                Matt 14:13-21 

In perhaps the most famous of all Jesus stories, He feeds              
over 5,000 people with some kid’s Happy Meal.  Amazing!          

And yet, if the disciples had their way, this story never would 
have happened.  Why do so many churches feel the need to
