JULY 28 - WORLD DAY FOR GRANDPARENTS AND THE ELDERLY:   Pope Francis instituted the World 
Day for Grandparents and the Elderly on January 31, 2021 to highlight the importance of providing adequate 
pastoral and spiritual attention to the elderly and to call upon communities to manifest the closeness of the 
Church to them (especially in this time of pandemic).  It is to be celebrated annually on the fourth Sunday of 
July, close to the memorial of Saints Joachim and Anne, the grandparents of Jesus.” 
 

JULY 29 - MEMORIAL OF SAINTS MARTHA, MARY AND LAZARUS, DISCIPLES OF THE LORD:   In 
the 2021 Decree on the celebration of Saints Martha, Mary and Lazarus, the Congregation for Divine 
Worship said, “In the household of Bethany the Lord Jesus experienced the family spirit and friendship of 
Martha, Mary and Lazarus, and for this reason the Gospel of John states that he loved them. Martha 
generously offered him hospitality, Mary listened attentively to his words and Lazarus promptly emerged 
from the tomb at the command of the One who humiliated death.” 
 

JULY 31 - MEMORIAL OF SAINT IGNATIUS OF LOYOLA, PRIEST:   Ignatius Loyola was born in 1491 
and at the age of 30, during a long convalescent period, he read about the life of Christ, as well as the lives 
of many saints, and found himself inflamed with the desire to serve Jesus.  He earned a master’s degree 
from the University of Paris and eventually gathered together a group of students, including Francis Xavier, 
with whom he shared his eagerness for wholehearted service of Jesus.  They formed the Society of Jesus 
(the Jesuits) and, while his companions were sent on missions, Ignatius spent the rest of his life, directing 
the rapidly growing order.  He died in 1556, was canonized in 1622, and is a universal patron of retreats and 
soldiers. 
 

AUGUST 1 - MEMORIAL OF SAINT ALPHONSUS LIGUORI, BISHOP, DOCTOR:    Alphonsus Liguori 
(1696-1787) was born in Naples and demonstrated intellectual ability at an early age.  He first became a 
doctor of civil law at age 17, but in 1726  he was ordained.   He founded an order of mission priests which 
became the Redemptorists and was known for his great kindness and concern for others.  In 1762 he 
became a Bishop.  He was canonized in 1839 and was named a Doctor of the Church in 1871.  He is the 
patron of moral theologians and confessors.
