After retirement to Port Hope, Carl served the Ubly United Methodist
Church. His final employment was as a greeter at the Bad Axe Wal-Mart, a job he truly
enjoyed. The Rev. Renter served the United Church of Christ for 45 years. Carl was a
member of the Lions Club, Masonic Lodge and the Port Hope AmVets Post. He is
survived by his wife of 56 years, Virginia Renter of Port Hope; a son, Frederick W.
Renter and his wife, Cathy, of Eugene, Ore.; five grandchildren, Carl J. Renter, Elizabeth
