Jesus gives us a
rare glimpse of what happens in heaven when someone that is “lost” is
“found”. And all the church has to do is...clean house?

Sept 25 What You Wish For Luke 15:11-16
Ever wish you could find a magic genie to grant your every desire? As
Jesus begins to tell us a story about a “lost” son, he also warns us to be
careful what we wish for: we might just getit. And the choices we make
along the way often make things even worse. What does God do when
we break his heart? Not what you might expect, but it sure is what we
would wish for.
