Prayer of Pope Benedict XVI for the World Day of Peace (Jan. 

1, 2007)

beginning of the year . . . to which we look with hearts full of hope, 
notwithstanding the dangers and difficulties that surround us. May 

Mary show us, in her Son, the Way of peace, and enlighten our 

vision, so that we can recognize Christ's face in the face of every 
human person, the heart of peace! 

Pope John Paul II 

O God, Creator of the universe, who extends your paternal 
concern over every creature and guides the events of history to the 

goal of salvation, we acknowledge your fatherly love when you 

break the resistance of mankind and, in a world torn by strife and 
discord, you make us ready for reconciliation. Renew for us the 

wonders of your mercy; send forth your Spirit that he may work in 

the intimacy of hearts, that enemies may begin to dialogue, that 

adversaries may shake hands and peoples may encounter one 

another in harmony. May all commit themselves to the sincere 

search for true peace which will extinguish all arguments, for 
charity which overcomes hatred, for pardon which disarms revenge.

We 

recognize especially the faces of your children, to whatever race, 

nation or culture they may belong. 

For them, O Mary, for their future, we ask you to move 

hearts hardened by hatred so that they may open to love and so that 

revenge may finally give way to forgiveness. 

Obtain for us, O Mother, that the truth of this affirmation -- 

No peace without justice, no justice without forgiveness -- be 

engraved on every heart. Thus the human family will be able to 
find the true peace, that flows from the union of justice and mercy. 

Holy Mother, Mother of the Prince of Peace, help us! 

Mother of Humanity and Queen of Peace, pray for us! 

Blessed John XXIII

The Epiphany of the Lord 

 

In Matthew's Gospel reading today (MT 2:1-12), 

the birth of Jesus is heralded by the arrival of 

mysterious visitors from the east.  Traditionally 

identified as three kings, because they spoke directly to 

king Herod, or as astrologers because they followed a 

star, or as wise men because they knew of Christ's birth 

through some hidden wisdom, the fact is we know 

virtually nothing about them; not even their number, 

although that's traditionally been fixed at three, 

because they brought three gifts: Gold — a symbol of 

wealth and power identifies the recipient as a king. 

Frankincense — the crystalized resinous sap of a tree 

used as incense and as an offering, is symbolic of prayer. 

Myrrh — another resinous tree sap was used in healing 

liniments, and as an embalming ointment.  Myrrh is an odd 

gift for a child, unless you know that this special child 

will, through his death and resurrection, redeem the 

world.  At the beginning of Jesus' life on earth, this gift 

foreshadows his death.
