SAINTS/FEASTS OF THE WEEK  
Jan 20-St. Fabian and St. Sebastian-Pope St. 
Fabian was the first layman to be elected to the 
papacy. Before entering his pontificate in 236, Fabi-
an was a humble, respected farmer.  Upon the death 
of Pope Anterus, Fabian traveled with some com-
panions to Rome to mourn his passing with the 
faithful and to be present when the new pope was 
elected.  While attending the council to determine 
who Anterus’ successor would be, a dove suddenly 
appeared and descended upon the head of Fabian as 
a clear sign of his divine election. By unanimous 
vote, Fabian was instantly chosen as the next pope. 
St. Sebastian-Legend tells us that he was a young 
officer in the imperial army, who secretly dedicated 
himself to the spiritual and temporal assistance of 
the Christians and martyrs.  Upon being discovered, 
Sebastian was condemned by Emperor Diocletian 
and delivered over to Mauritanian archers to be 
shot to death.  Miraculously, he survived and was 
nourished back to health by St. Zoe.  Refusing to 
flee, Sebastian confronted the Emperor again and 
harshly reproached him for his cruelty to the Chris-
tians.  He died in 288 after being clubbed to death 
and his body thrown into the common sewer. It was 
privately removed, and he was buried in the ceme-
tery of Calixtus. www.americaneedsfatima.org. 
Jan 21-St. Agnes-Born to a wealthy Christian 
family in Rome, St. Agnes’ hand in marriage was 
much sought after, but she always replied that she 
made a promise to God to never stain her purity.  
Her repeated rebukes of marriage proposals an-
gered many suiters, and when she  turned away the 
son of the Governor, she was eventually condemned 
to death. 
Jan. 23-St. Vincent-Saint Vincent is the patron of 
the Order of the Deacons of the Catholic Diocese of 
Bergamo (Italy). He is honored as patron in Valen-
cia, Saragossa, Portugal, etc., and is invoked by vint-
ners, brickmakers, and sailors. 
St. Marianne Cope–A German-born American 
nun who was a member of the Sisters of St Francis 
of Syracuse, NY and administrator of St. Joseph's 
Hospital. Known also for her charitable works, in 
1883 she relocated with six other Sisters to Hawaii 
to care for persons suffering Hansen's Disease on 
the island of Molokai. 
 Jan. 24-St. Francis de Sales–Patron Saint of 
Catholic writers, the Catholic press, journalists, the 
deaf and adult education, he believed the worst sin 
was to judge someone or to gossip about them. Even 
if we say we do it out of love we're still doing it to 
look better ourselves. We should be as gentle and 
forgiving with ourselves as we should be with oth-
ers. 
Jan. 25-Conversion of St. Paul the Apostle-
Saint Paul’s entire life can be explained in terms of 
one experience—his meeting with Jesus on the road 
to Damascus. In an instant, he saw that all the zeal 
of his dynamic personality was being wasted.

The 
readings tell us about God’s relationship with Israel 
and John the Baptist’s relationship with Jesus. Is-
rael’s relationship with God is so close, so intimate, 
that it is through Israel that God’s “salvation [will] 
reach to the ends of the earth” (Isaiah 49:6). But we 
know from John the Baptist that for Israel to accom-
plish God’s will, it must also recognize that Jesus is 
the Son of God. During these weeks we also get to 
know Jesus. We begin to understand more deeply our 
relationship to Jesus and what that relationship 
means for us, who are “called to be holy” (1 Corinthi-
ans 1:2).Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.
