Regular Meeting                                          
Nameoki Town Trustees

May 14, 2018
Supervisor Randy Presswood called the regular meeting of the Town Trustees to order. Clerk Hawkins led the assembly in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.  Supervisor Presswood then asked Town Clerk, Helen Hawkins, to record the roll call.  Present other than Supervisor Presswood was Trustee Abel, Trustee Foster, Trustee Nemsky, and Trustee Edwards. A motion was made by Trustee Nemsky, second by Trustee Foster, to approve the April 23rd  Regular Meeting Minutes since each trustee had a copy and approved them as printed.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye except Trustee Abel who abstained because he had been absent from the previous meeting; the motion carried. 
Trustee Edwards made a motion second by Trustee Foster to approve the minutes of the Special Meeting April 23rd.  All voted aye but Trustee Abel, the motion carried.
COMMUNICATIONS:
Clerk Hawkins informed those present that an E.P.A. notice has been included in your folders.  The notices will be placed on file.
BILLS:
A motion was made by Trustee Foster, second by Trustee Abel to pay the bills.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  Trustee Foster, then made a motion second by Trustee Edwards to approve the payroll.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.

Trustee Edwards read the Treasurers Report dated May 14, 2018. A motion was made by Trustee Edwards, second by Trustee Nemsky to approve the report as read.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:
Supervisor Presswood read Resolution 2018-12 Transfer of Funds as follows:
 WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of Nameoki Township proposes to transfer funds from the Nameoki Township Town IMRF Fund to the Nameoki Township General Fund; 

WHEREAS, Nameoki Township entered into an Intergovernmental Agreement with Granite City and Granite City Township on November 17, 2009; 

WHEREAS, Granite City and Granite City Township agreed to pay Nameoki Township General Fund an annual reimbursement of $89,779.88 for a period of twelve years; 

WHEREAS, for each of the years 2013, 2014, 2016 and 2017, Nameoki Township inadvertently deposited $6,539.00 of the annual reimbursement into the Nameoki Township Town IMRF Fund, totaling $26,156.00; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that due to this inadvertent mistake the Board of Trustees of Nameoki Township hereby requests that $26,156.00 be transferred from the Nameoki Township Town IMRF Fund to the Nameoki Township General Fund pursuant to the Intergovernmental Agreement entered into on November 17, 2009. 
Trustee Edwards made a motion, second by Trustee Nemsky to approve the resolution as read.  Roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
Supervisor Presswood informed the Board of Trustees that we need new carpets, drywall, tile, etc.  We need some upgrades.  We are getting bids for such.   I want at least three bids.  It does not matter where the bids come from.  What is important is that we get our Township Building upgraded.  

Supervisor Presswood then informed the Board that we have a dead tree in our park in State Park that needs to come down.  The dead tree is hanging over our park playground.  I have one bid of $900 from Willie Finazzo.  Trustee Nemsky made a motion, second by Trustee Abel to advertise for the bids concerning the dead tree.  A roll call vote was taken, all voted aye; the motion carried.
NAMEOKI TOWN OFFICIALS COMMENTS: 
Highway Commissioner Luehmann invited everyone to come out to the highway garage to view the new lighting.  Supervisor Presswood stated that we received an environmental grant for all the electric in this building and it’s unbelievable how bright the lights are.  Every bit of that money will be used for receptacles etc.  Supervisor Presswood then gave an update on our projects.  He stated that a good job was done on the concrete pad in our East Madison Park, Cloverleaf area.  The person who did the pad was hired by Mayor John Hamm who paid for the concrete for the pavilion which is beneficial to Nameoki Township.  Also on our other loan that we got for Shirlene Holding Pond is that the contractor got started today.  There will be some change orders.  The last thing is grant money (free money) for Courtney which we will have to probably wait till August to see if we get the grant. 
PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Resident Linda Knogl asked about Resolution 2018-8 and how that happened.  Supervisor Presswood answered that no one did anything wrong, someone inadvertently put the money in the wrong account.  When I noticed it, I had to put it into the General Town Fund account where it was should be or I would have been wrong.  
Resident Nick Cohan stated that he was happy to see projects getting done in the township.  He also asked about Clerk Hawkins going to the Corps of Engineers to halt our projects.  He then was told that you cannot single out elected officials on such matters.  Clerk Hawkins answered that since you are referring to me as if I did something wrong please let me know because I have always been involved in the Dobrey Slough Shirlene Pond in order to get what is needed to help solve the problems of flooding.  It looks like someone here is trying to make me look bad by saying I am trying to shut the Shirlene project down which is as you know is just not true.
Trustee Edwards made a motion, second by Trustee Abel to go into executive session at 7:20 p.m. to discuss the Deputy Clerk duties.  A roll call vote was taken, all voted aye; the motion carried.  The Board of Trustees returned from Executive Session at 7:38 p.m.
There being no other business a motion was made by Trustee Foster, second by Trustee Edwards to adjourn the meeting until May 29, 2018 at 7 P.M.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.
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
