AN ORDINANCE Restricting the use of fireworks within 

the city of WENDOVER, Utah.

Be it enacted and ordained by the City Council of the City of Wendover, Utah as follows:

SECTION ONE: PURPOSE.   This Ordinance is for the purpose of restricting the use

or discharge of fireworks within Wendover City, pursuant to a recommendation of the Wendover City Mayor.  The City Council finds that due to the environmental conditions of the City of Wendover and the existence of dry vegetation within the City, these conditions pose a severe fire hazard to the City of Wendover and its residents.  
SECTION TWO: TITLE NINE: FIRE. CHAPTER 4: FIREWORKS

RESTRICTION.  
City Code § 9-4-1
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Title 9: Fire 

Chapter 4: Fireworks Restriction
Section 9-4-1. Fireworks Restriction.

The sell, use or discharge of fireworks within the City of Wendover will be governed by Utah Code Annotated §53-7-201, et seq.  This includes type, place and location of sale, use, and discharge. All fireworks must be sold, exchanged and used pursuant to the applicable regulations of the Utah Code and this Ordinance.

The Mayor shall have the authority to place restrictions as seen fit as to firework acquisition and use, and any other restrictions, if any, determined necessary and use based on findings that safety so requires.  

Fireworks may only be discharged between the hours of 11:00 a.m. and 11:00 p.m. except as noted.  Fireworks may be discharged between July 1 and July 7.  Fireworks may be discharged until 11:59 p.m. the night the community celebrates the Fourth of July. Fireworks may be discharged between July 21 and July 27.  Fireworks may be discharged until 11:59 p.m. the night the community is celebrating the Twenty-Fourth of July.  Fireworks may be discharged between December 31 and January 1, from 11:00 a.m. on December 31 until 1:00 a.m. on January 1. For the purpose of this Ordinance, fireworks are defined as such in the Utah Code Annotated. 

SECTION THREE: PENALTY.  A violation of this Ordinance is a Class “B” misdemeanor, subject to the penalties provided under §76-3-201 and §76-3-301 of the Utah Code. 
           
SECTION FOUR: REPEALER.  This Ordinance shall repeal Wendover City Ordinance 1987-01 and any provision of the Wendover City Code or other Wendover City Ordinance in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance, to the extent of such inconsistency. 

SECTION FOUR: EFFECTIVE DATE.  This ordinance shall take effect upon the publication of a short summary in a newspaper of general circulation within the City of Wendover, as provided by law.
