AAA FOUNDER Augustus Post led
alife made for the movies. An auto
racer, airplane pilot, balloonist and
all-around adventurer, Post was a
legend of the early 20th century.
Yet only now have his exploits
made it to film.

“The Unforgettable Augustus
Post,” was named the Best
Documentary in the short film
category at last year’s Chelsea
Film Festival in New York.

A transportation pioneer, Post
bought his first car at a motorcycle
rally in 1898. He was an ardent
supporter of the Good Roads
movement, which culminated
in 1913 with the opening of the
Lincoln Highway from New York to
San Francisco.

In 1904, Post helped launch an
auto race from New York to St.
Louis, Mo., which became an annual
event known as the Glidden Tours.
He was the first person to drive a car
in New York City, and also received
