S STATUE OF LIBERTY

AND ELLIS ISLAND

This morning we depart New -
York City for Liberty State Park 4
in New Jersey where we board a ; 5
ferry to the Statue of Liberty — /

a gift to the the people of America

from the people of France. Even before it took its place at America's
gateway, the Statue of Liberty overwhelmed those who saw it. Set atop its
pedestal in 1886, it was the tallest structure in New York City—and the
tallest statue in the world. "Liberty Enlightening the World" stands 300
feet above New York Harbor —what a magnificent sight! The latest addi-
tion to Liberty National Park is the Immigration Museum at Ellis Island.
Take a ferry from Liberty Island to Ellis Island and see the first stop for
more than 12 million immigrants that arrived in the United States from
1892 to 1954. Take your last look at the "Big Apple" from the harbor as
we reboard our motorcoach for our return trip to Chambersburg, Pennsyl-
vannia for our last night.
