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Missing or Left Child policy 
Looking after your child is the most important thing to me and will always do my best to keep them safe. If your child becomes lost, I have put into place the following procedures. 

•  If we are in a busy place I will alert everyone around me that a child has gone missing, and will ask for help in looking for them 

•  If it is somewhere like a shopping centre them will go to security and ask them to seal off all exits and look at CCTV 

•  I will reassure the rest of the children with me and keep them calm 

•  Give descriptions of the missing child to all involved in the search 

•  Phone the police giving full details and descriptions 

•  Contact yourself and make you fully aware of the situation 

Hopefully this will never happen and to stop this from happening, when we are out I will use a wrist strap, harness or they will be holding my hands or holding onto the pushchair. I will also speak to them and will speak to them about keeping safe and the dangers of wandering off.
Children also carry with them a card with my name and number on it and I have recently received a set of bibs with my name on them, enabling the children to be quickly indentified.

If for any reason your child is left in my care past the agreed collection time I will;

· Try to contact you / your partner

· Try to contact your emergency contact person

· If I can not contact either of these my last port of call will be Social Services.

Hopefully this will never happen and I will always be able to contact someone. 
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
