Atrticle VII
Doctrine

It is recognized that the true church of Jesus Christ
consists of all believers who believe in the saving grace
of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ and who have
accepted Him as their personal Savior.

Why did I go to Uganda, Africa?
The Lord had laid a burden for Africa on my heart 3 years ago. At that time I didn’t know if I would ever go to Africa or if
I should just keep Africa in my prayers. So for those 3 years I prayed for Africa. In October 2011. Bro. L.J. Ehrlich came to
AFBC and shared about the orphans. God laid upon my heart to go there and help. At first I doubted the calling and went on
to my classes.

How did we get there?
