♦ Amateur Own/Train:  No professional training within 90 days. 
♦ Novice Horse: Has not won 3 blues in a mounted rail class 

since 01-01-10 (excludes equitation classes)   
♦ Novice Rider:  Has not won 3 blues in a mounted rail class 

since 01-01-10 (includes equitation classes)  
♦ Flat Shod:  Open to all horses in all divisions @ this show.
