sulvation, so we like to
give the following as o basis for
faith:

We thought indeed at erghteen
years of age when we were so
. wonderfully healed, that God
"' was a respecter of persons and
that it was something special for
Him to heal our case, though
knowing He had power to do it,
we did not suppose it His will to
heal everybody, but that there
were cases of divine mterpom—
tion in these days. How prec-
jous it was in later years when
we could throw open the Word
of God and declare that “‘whoso-
ever will”’ might be healed.

The atonement for healing is
not in the blood of Jesus Christ,
but in His stripes. The stripes
were made in His body; the per-
fect body of Christ was broken
for our imperfect bodies, to
bring us to perfect health. One
of the first teachings of the
Scripture on this subject was
when the children of Israel were
commanded to kill the passover
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lamb nnd sprinikle the blood on
the doorposts for salvation from
the destroyer nnd to eat the
body for strength to get out of
Egypt. - When Jesus, our Pass-
over, had fulfilled the law and
had partaken of this Jewish sac-
rament, He pushed it aside and
inaugurated the memorial of
bread and wine, represeating
His blood for salvation and His
body for healing. “And when
He had given thanks, He brake
it, and said, Tale eat; this is my
body, which is broken for you;

“this do in remembrance of 1me. -

For as oft as ye eat this bread,
and drink this cup, ye do shew
the Lord’s death 'till He come.”
(1 Cor. 11:25, 26.)

So long as the Christian
Church shall hold this ordinance
sacred, so long will they testify
to a skeptical world that at a
certain time, at a certain place,
the Son of God instituted it and
commanded its keeping, Obedi-
ence is better than sacrifice, and
by so doing we show our fealty
to Christ until He comes. A sol-
emn warning is given about tak-
ing it unworthily and we ought
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Lo examine gurselvey for fear we
bring donynation upoi ourdelvie,
The  word, damnation, in the
reek wignlftes  decay,  judge-
nent, decomporition: whosoover
partakes of the blood emblemat-
ienlly or- by faith and does not
reclon that the blood cleanses
from nll sin, purtalies unworthi-
Iy nnd will deeline spivitually;
and whoso partakes of the brok-
cun hody and does not reckon
that “He took our infirmities and
bare our sicknesses,” will de-
cline physically, “'For this cause
‘many ave sickly wamong you and
many sleep.” (1 Cor, 11:30.)

One day in the Bible school
some of the students came to us
saying: Of course, we know it
does, but how is it that the blood
of a man spilt 1900 years ago—
though he were the Son of God—
save us today ? We have been
used to all kinds of remedies for
healing, yet you declare there is
power and virtue in the stripes
of Jesus Christ to heal all our
diseases, How is it poasible
that there should be such power
in looking by faith at the
stripes of Him, lifted up ev-
en as Moses lifted up the ser-
pent in the wilderness ? Draw-
ing forth a five-dollar bill, we
said: Students, who gives this
greasy, green paper the intrin-
sic value of five dollars? Can it
be possible that there is invest-
ed in a strip of paper such value?
Yet in spite of all the attempts
of depreciation and demonitisa-
tion, its value at the treasury
