Farmington
Hills, 11 am — 9 pm on Sundays: This odd spot is home to literally thousands of
mechanical gizmos and oddities; plus a one-of-a-kind arcade museum that is packed
with vintage coin machines that Marvin, the mastermind behind the menagerie, has
been collecting since 1960. Grandparents over 50 are hit with a dose of nostalgia as
soon as they walk in the door and can share a piece of that with their grandkids
through the games that they use to play as kids. Challenge the small fries to a game
of tic-tac-toe or pinball and pick out a prize as a pair.
