Our lives seem to converge at the ‘kitchen table.’ Life’s most important lessons are often learned at the 
‘kitchen table.’ 
 
John 14:15-21;26-27  
15 “If you love me, keep my commands. 16 And I will ask the Father, and HE WILL give you another 
advocate to HELP YOU and BE WITH YOU FOREVER— 17 the Spirit of truth. The world cannot accept 
him, because it neither sees him nor knows him. But you know him, FOR HE LIVES WITH YOU AND 
WILL BE IN YOU.  18 I will not leave you as orphans; I will come to you. 19 Before long, the world will not 
see me anymore, but you will see me. Because I live, you also will live. 20 On that day you will realize 
that I am in my Father, and you are in me, and I am in you. 21 Whoever has my commands and keeps 
them is the one who loves me. The one who loves me will be loved by my Father, and I too will love 
them and show myself to them.”  
  
26 But the Advocate, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you all 
things and will remind you of everything I have said to you. 27 PEACE IS LEAVE WITH YOU --- MY 
PEACE I GIVE TO YOU. I do not give to you as the world gives. Do not let your hearts be troubled and 
do not be afraid.  
  

1.  JESUS – GOD INCARNATE WILL RETURN TO HIS HEAVENLY THRONE UNTIL HE COMES 
AGAIN. 

2. IN “MY PLACE” GOD WILL SEND AN ADVOCATE --- ANOTHER OF THE TRINITY --- THE 
HOLY SPIRIT ---  

3. GOD’s SPIRIT DESCENDS UPON ALL “WHO BELIEVE.” 
4. GOD’s SPIRIT BEING SUPERNATURAL AND DIVINE POWER (THE SAME THAT JESUS HAD) 

TO MAKE AVAILABLE TO US THE IMAGE OF GOD --- THE POWER AND PRESENCE OF GOD 
(Romans 8:29; Romans 10:9-10; 1 Corinthians 3:16-17; 6:8) 

5. AS “IMAGE BEARERS OF GOD” … and as “DISCIPLES OF CHRIST” --- WE ARE CALLED TO 
BECOME MORE AND MORE LIKE AND TO BE CHRIST TO THE WORLD. 

6. SO --- TO “ENTER INTO THE FAMILY OF GOD” IS EASY --- BELIEVE. 
7. TO PROVE AND SUBSTANTIATE OUR BELIEF … WE MUST ALLOW THE HOLY SPIRIT TO 

FORM US —TO TRANSFORM US INTO GOD’s IMAGE. 
8. ONE OF THE KEYS --- TO RENEW AND REFRESH OUR RELATIONSHIP AND CONNECTION 

TO GOD. 
9. TO PRAY AND TO STAY CONNECTED TO GOD. 
10. SACRAMENTS --- INITIALLY = BAPTISM ---- and then HOLY COMMUNION 

a. TO PRESENT OUR WILLINGNESS AND COMMITMENT 
b. TO ASK FOR AND RECEIVE FORGIVENESS 
c. TO RECEIVE THE PRESENCE, POWER & CALL OF GOD TO BE LIKE A “LIGHT ON 

THE HILL” --- TO SERVE THE WORLD --- TO BE THE HANDS AND FEET OF JESUS …  
  
THE SACRAMENT OF COMMUNION IS A VITAL AND SACRED PRACTICE THAT RESTORES AND RE-
UNITES US WITH THE POWER AND PRESENCE OF GOD --- CHRIST WITH US. 

  
COMMUNION IS MORE THAN A “MEMORY” … COMMUNION IS ACTUALLY BEING ONE WITH GOD AND 
ONE WITH ONE ANOTHER … COMMUNION IS A MOST HOLY AND SACRED MOMENT.
