*SAINTS/FEASTS OF THE WEEK+#
Aug 27-St. Monica-The patron saint of wives,
motiiers, conversation, alcoholics and abuse vic-
tims, St. Monica, the mother of St. Augustine, is
know for her persistence in prayer. She wept,
prayed and sacrificed for many year for St. Augus-
tine. Even though she was rejected many times by
Augustine, she continued to love and pray for him.
Aug 28-St. Augustine—The patron saint of brew-
ers, St. Augustine lived a decadent life prior to his
conversion. He was thereafter baptized, became a
priest and bishop. He was a famous Catholic writer
and founder of religious priests.

Aug 29-The Passion of St. John the Baptist-
Shortly after he had baptized Jesus on the banks of
the Jordan, John the Baptist had denounced Herod,
the tetrarch of Galilee, to his face. For proclaiming
the truth, John was imprisoned. And yet Herod
dared not take any further action against him. As is
common with his kind, he was superstitious, and he
knew him to be a “righteous man.” Moreover, John
had for him an irresistible fascination. Who was
this man? Herod’s anger gave way to curiosity. Dur-
ing the next four months, Herod'’s visits to his pris-
oner began to have a strange affect on this master of
revels. An irresistible awe gradually took possession
of him, to be replaced by fear, which in turn gave
place to respect. . This did not go unnoticed by his
courtiers, foremost among them, Herodias, and she
bided her time, watchful for any opPortunity that
mi%ht be used, but impatient for John’s destruction.
A favorable occasion soon presented itself in the
form of Herod’s birthday for which an elaborate
banquet and lavish entertainment was to be laid on.
His marriage to his brother’s wife and his arrest of
John the Baptist had not been well received, though
none but J oﬁn dared to voice any open criticism. At
a certain moment, well calculated for its affect, the
succession of entertainers is replaced by a single
dancer: Herodias's daughter, Salome. Her perfor-
mance so pleased Herod that, caught up by the adu-
lation of the crowd, he promised her whatever she
should ask for, even if it be half of his kingdom.
Thus was the elaborate trap set, that having pro-
nounced a rash oath before such an audience, his
pride would not permit him to withdraw it cost him
what it may. Upon asking her mother’s advice, Salo-
me requested the head of John the Baptist on a
platter. Although inwardly regretful, in his pride
Herod could not refuse the request. As St. Augus-
tine so aptly described what followed, “an oath
rashly taken was criminally kept.” A guard was sent
to behead John in prison. Thus, the "voice crying in
the wilderness" was silenced. The head of the Pre-
cursor was placed on a platter and presented to Sa-

lome, who gave it to her mother.

We have also
seen the reactions of people who want to keep them
away from their countries, who fail to welcome the
stranger and the helpless children. Have we forgotten
Jesus’ call to comfort the homeless and the stranger?

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TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The wonderful diversity of life and worship amon
Roman Catholics of East and West is an example o
God writing straight with crooked lines. The steady
hand of the villainous Emperor Diocletian drew a
line across Europe and Africa that split the empire in
two, and for the most part determined how Chris-
tians would worship two thousand years later.

Italy’s heel and the far northern city of Trieste fell
on the Eastern side, and have had a form of Eastern
liturgy ever since. Constantinople, which soon be-
came the seat of the Roman Empire, became a base
for Christianizing the East up to Russia and Poland.
Poland was on the Eastern side, but a series of wars
and medieval mayhem pushed the religious bounda-
ry back to the Ukraine, and Poland remains an out-
post of the Latin Church to this day.

An old rule of thumb declared that whatever reli-
gion was observed by the local prince, the people had
to follow. This %lave rise to persecution and migration
as people sought toleration for their expressions of
faith. In the United States, we are accustomed to
peaceful collaboration among Christians of East and
West, a situation that challenges churches that still

feel the Iginch of age-old division.
