       2017 Louisiana Cotton Festival 

Rules and Regulations / Entry Form

1. The contestant must be a single woman between the ages of 17 (the day of pageant) and 23 years of age, not older than 23 years of age on January 1, 2018. She must be a resident of Louisiana, have been born female, must not have been married and is expected to remain single during her reign of one year if chosen Queen Cotton. She must never have borne a child or be pregnant during her reign or have ever been charged with any crime. 

2. The contestant must have been selected by a recognized organization, festival, town, city, or community to be eligible for the title of Queen Cotton. 

3. If the contestant is chosen Queen Cotton she understands that she is asked to sign a Cotton Queen’s contract. Must agree not to enter any other festival or fair contest while holding this title nor enter any other pageant system, except the LAFF Queen of Queens Contest.

4. The contestant crowned Queen Cotton must be available to travel during the year of her reign to represent the Louisiana Cotton Festival at various festivals & fairs. She will receive no salary for such travel and must stay in contact with the Cotton secretary throughout her year for guidance and assignments. 

5. The Cotton Queen; will attend the Mardi Gras Ball in Washington D.C, LAFF Queen of Queens and many festivals throughout Louisiana. 

6. If chosen queen, she will wear the Cotton “signature” crown, train, mantle, throughout her reign, and pass it down to her successor at the end of her reign. She will be responsible for any loss or broken stones, or damage to the crown, train, mantle, and scepter. 

7. Contestants will not be allowed to stay in a private home. All contestants will be housed at accommodation provided by the LA Cotton Festival. Contestants must remain at the Festival and attend all functions, including the Grand Parade on Sunday afternoon. NO EXCEPTIONS! Contestants are not allowed to have hairdressers or make-up artist to come in and help at any time.
8. If the contestant crowned Queen Cotton should marry, become pregnant, be charged with any crime or have her crown taken away during her reign, she would relinquish her crown to the 1st runner up.
