TOWN BOARD MEETING 

MAY 23rd, 2018

The Elbridge Town Board met on May 23rd, 2019, at 7PM, 5 Rte. 31, Jordan, NY to hold their regular meeting. 

Supervisor Vern Richardson opened the meeting at 7PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

PRESENT: Councilor Doug Blumer, Councilor Mike Caron, and Supervisor Vern Richardson
ABSENT: Councilor Rita Dygert and Councilor Floyd Duger

ADOPT MINUTES: On a motion of Councilor Caron, seconded by Councilor Blumer the minutes from May 9th, 2019 were approved.
On a motion by Councilor Blumer, seconded by Councilor Caron General Bills Abstract #5, Vouchers #197-245, in the amount of $59,464.00 were ordered paid, and Highway Bills, Abstract #5, Vouchers #1067-1085, in the amount of $17,082.07 were ordered paid with a total disbursement of $76,546.07.

GUEST: Codes Officer Howard Tanner came before the board to report on a couple issues. 
1) The property at 980 Schaap Road was condemned in December 2016 after a fire in the house and the property has had no maintenance. The house has structural damage and has continued to deteriorate. There was lengthy dialog on demolition of the structure. Howard was told a contractor has been hired with possible work to begin in June. Mr. Tanner has paperwork with a long list of issues at the property beginning in 2009 to the present.
2) The property at 6439 Laird Road has had work done without a permit and the Ag Exemption is in question. The codes office has concerns with setbacks and the resident may need a few variances. 

OLD BUSINESS: regarding the Kester Road Homestead, Town of Elbridge Planning Board Chair Marc Macro stated the board met with Town Attorney Chatfield to discuss this proposal and use of the barn (Phase III). Ms.Vossler stated their architect has worked with other barn venues. Many factors of the property, including music, parking, and 
home occupation were reviewed and Attorney Blair and the Vossler’s were given copies of the planning board and Attorney Chatfield’s recommendations.
