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New Sales – Since January, there have been eight condominiums sold at the Creciente!  The prices are obviously lower than we all may want, but nonetheless the property is showing well.   We have also noticed an increase in interest of people looking to rent our properties. 
Landscape – The first large phase of the landscape replacement has been completed and the interior courtyard has been dramatically transformed.  Because of the downturn in the economy, we have been able to accomplish this work for about half the cost of the landscape architect’s original estimate.  

Locker Room Leaks – Sewer pipe leaks have been discovered in several owner locker rooms and will be repaired.  Please be sure to check your lockers and notify the office if you discover any leaky pipes.

Concrete Restoration – As owners begin remodeling projects, we are discovering additional concrete restoration work.  It is important to notify the office before doing any remodeling so that we may help you prevent covering up a serious issue that may surface at a later date.

Air Conditioners – The Creciente has eleven air conditioner systems that treat the common areas.  Two of the oldest units stopped working and were replaced this summer.

Mosquitoes – The Lee County Mosquito Control District has informed us that the Beach has had its worst salt marsh mosquito infestation ever this summer! The organization is combating the pests by spraying pesticide on the island.  Be sure to have a bug spay that contains “DEET” on hand.  The higher percentage of  “deet” in a product gives you protection for the longest period of time.

Generator – The new generator in the East Building is in the process of being installed.  This generator, for some unknown reason, is larger than the other two buildings and because it discharges exhaust into the garage requires more custom ventilation work.

Water Pump Controllers – Many unseen “mechanical” improvements have been made to the property recently such as new water pump control systems.  These new controllers for the water being distributed to each unit are quieter and more energy efficient than the forty year old devices that they replaced.  We have already noticed a significant reduction in our power bills.

Fire Alarm Testing – SimplexGrinnel was on site recently to perform the State mandated tests on our fire alarm system.  Regulations require that every condominium unit be entered to insure that both of your fire alarm speakers are in proper working order.  Our staff accompanied the inspectors entering each unit.

Elevator Inspection – The State of Florida requires annual inspections of all six of the Associations elevators.  Even though our elevators are quite old, we are assured that they are in good working order.

New Cabinets – Storage space at the Creciente is limited.  Elevator pads and community folding chairs needed to be moved out of our electrical and pump rooms in the south building so storage cabinets were purchased and installed to house them.  Elevator pads are now located in a new cabinet just outside the south building elevators.  Please be sure to advise your contractors to install the protective pads and rugs in the elevators when moving large or sharp objects

Rules & Regulation & Considerations – It is important to keep current with condominium rules, regulations and considerations that will improve the quality of life here at the Creciente, therefore we include a few in each newsletter.

· Be sure to inform all vendors that they must check in when performing services in any unit. Upon checking in all contractors will be provided a Contractors Parking Pass

· The pool and pool area is not open until 9:00 a.m. giving our staff time to clean the pool and to provide enough time for chemicals to safely and thoroughly disperse before swimming is allowed

· Owners are required to notify the office each time their unit is occupied

Occupancy Rates – During the month of June the average occupancy rate included 34 owners and 12 renters/guests for a total of 46 occupied units or 27%.
