TEMECULA TENNIS CAMP 4 KIDS GUIDELINES

BE ON TIME: Have your child on the court with their racket ready to go at the start of each class. You don’t want your child to miss out!! 

DRESS THE PART: Have your child wear comfortable non-marking tennis shoes, good socks, a hat, sunglasses, and comfy shorts. Don’t forget to wash and have their camp T-shirt ready for them to wear each class. This will help build “team spirit”.

RESTROOM: Please have your child use your restroom at home before they come to Tennis Camp. This will avoid interruptions in the tennis class. I do have a porta-potty on site if needed but your child will miss several minutes of class. 

WHAT TO BRING? Have your child bring a small personal cooler with several bottles of cold water. Small coolers can be purchased at Wal-Mart for approx. $5. Maybe add a small wet towel so they can wipe off their faces. If you decide to stay and watch, bring a folding camp chair so you can be comfy too. 

QUICKSTART PRACTISE: Your child will be given their own racket (just their size) and a QS foam ball to take home. They can practice against the garage door or with a family member during the week. The QS foam ball will not damage garage doors. Please have your child use the QS foam ball for practice instead of a regular tennis ball. The QS foam ball will promote better strokes and more consistency down the road. Trust me on this one! 

ALWAYS STAY POSITIVE: Remember that not all children have completely developed their hand and eye coordination. This might take time. We will do several different activities each class that will continue to promote and develop hand and eye coordination skills. Your child will get it!!!

YOU CAN’T COME ONE WEEK: No worries! Your child can miss up to two sessions per camp. The missed classes can be made-up during the next summer session or another session offered in the Fall. Just let me know  a head of time and I will mark it down and keep track for you. Keep in mind it is best not to miss as the classes build on each other, but things happen. 

BEFORE, DURING, AND AFTER TENNIS CLASSES: Please make sure to park and walk your child into the fenced tennis court area when you drop them off and then come to the fence to pick them up after class. The court is located in a rural area so it is important that children are not running around on the property where they can get hurt or worse yet, encounter a snake. If you are staying to watch a class and have another child with you, make sure that child is next to you at all times! I need to be able to focus on the children taking the tennis classes and not be worrying about the safety of other children outside the fence. I can’t stress this enough. If an unsafe situation occurs I will give a warning but if another warning is required, I will have to terminate the balance of that families tennis classes with out a refund.  I’m sure this sever measure will not have to be taken. 

INJURIES CAN HAPPEN: Even with the best intentions and thought out plans to keep children safe, accidents can still happen.
