Motion by Trustee Stoddard, seconded by Trustee Alvarez and unanimously carried declaring the Village Board of the Village of Liberty whose address is Village of Liberty Municipal Building, 167 North Main Street, Liberty, New York as Lead Agency for such unlisted action.
CONSIDER NEGATIVE DECLARATION UNDER SEQR

Motion by Trustee Stoddard, seconded by Trustee Alvarez and unanimously carried declaring the Village of Liberty as Lead Agency for such unlisted action.  The basis for this negative declaration is as follows:

Amend declarations of covenants, restrictions and conditions place on record in 2003 for the purpose of wellhead protection upon the premises currently identified as tax map parcel 115-2-13, which declarations erroneously and unintentionally encumbered portions of the aforementioned premises upon which buildings, structures and other improvements already existed and which were not intended to be affected thereby.  The proposed action would clarify such declarations to clarify of record that the aforementioned pre-existing buildings, structures and improvements may continue and are not affected thereby.  The action involves no physical change whatsoever upon the subject property and no change in the nature of scope of the existing uses of the property.

RESOLVED, that the Village Board of the Village of Liberty hereby provides permission and consent to the amendment of the Declarations of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions of Liberty Mini-Storage, Inc. which were duly acknowledged the 18th day of December 2003 and which were recorded in the Sullivan County Clerk’s Office on the 22nd day of December, 2003 in Liber 2691 of Land Records at page 167 (the “Declarations”) to provide that the structures and improvements presently located on the real property owned by Liberty Mini Storage, Inc. presently described as Village of Liberty tax map parcel no. 115-2-13, which were there located and in existence as of the date of the Declarations and which were located on former Village of Liberty tax map parcel no. 115-2-12 (which was merged with former tax map parcel no. 115-2-13) as of the date of the Declarations, as depicted on the survey of George H. Fulton, L.L.S. dated October 2013 (the “Survey”), a copy of which was provided to the Village Board), may remain and shall not be deemed to be in violation of any agreements with the Village of Liberty or the Declarations, since it was the intention of the Village of Liberty and Liberty Mini-Storage, at the time that the Declarations were agreed to and executed, that the portion of the Storage building structure and the paved area then located on former tax map parcel no. 115-2-12 (as depicted on the Survey by the use of a shaded area) were permitted to remain and the parties incorrectly believed at that time that all structures and improvements which were permitted to remain were located solely on former tax map parcel no. 115-2-13 and that none were located on former tax map parcel no. 115-2-12, and it is further
RESOLVED, that Liberty Mini-Storage, Inc. shall be authorized to execute and record with the Sullivan County Clerk an Amended Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions of Liberty Mini-Storage, Inc. and a Bargain and Sale Deed from Liberty Mini-Storage, Inc. to Liberty Mini Storage, Inc. consistent with the foregoing.
