This checklist covers El Paso County, Texas, plus
approximately the western one-half of Hudspeth
County, Texas, and the southern one-quarter of Dona
Ana County, New Mexico. It includes 297 species of
birds documented as occurring in the area, with an
additional 27 unverified species on the hypothetical
list. Species names and taxonomic organization
follow the American Ornithologists’ Union Checklist
of North American Birds (5th ed., 1957) as currently
supplemented. In addition, in keeping with the
January 1978 decision of the AOU Committee on
Classification and Nomenclature of North American
Birds, we have merged the Mexican Duck with the
Mallard.

This list is our best effort to describe the current
seasonal status of birds in the El Paso County area but
is not the last word on the subject. A checklist evolves
as field observers contribute new information to fill
gaps in our knowledge or as changes in environmen-
tal conditions cause changes in the status of some
species. You can contribute to future improvement of
the list by reporting any new or unusual sightings to
the El Paso/Trans-Pecos Audubon Society.

Much wildlife habitat in El Paso County has been
altered in the last 20-30 years, and the status of many
birds has changed. This list gives current, not historic,
status. We have based it largely on records from the
last 5 years. The symbols used do not indicate actual
abundance, rather they reflect your chances of fin-
ding a given bird in proper habitat and season. Thus,
the large, conspicuous Turkey Vulture is shown as
Common in summer, but the shy, inconspicuous and
small Cassin's Sparrow, which may occur in greater
numbers, is shown as Uncommon.
