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Transformation #3. Sunset Diploma
Assessment Requirements

« Students will no longer need to “pass
the Regents” or a +1 Pathway
Assessment to graduate.

« State assessments will continue to
be administered per federal ESSA
requirements.
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Transformation #4: Move to One Diploma

« Advanced designation would become
a seal or endorsement.

 Districts must confer diplomas to
students who satisfy the State’s
requirements.

* Districts can add additional seals or
endorsements.
