In fact we have a previous Division 2 winner in Andrew Limbrick back in 2015, before he realised the grass isn’t greener at Carrefour and returns to the best club in the Island(.  Surely then the pre-season favourite?
Matt Pinel will be looking to retain his Premier League Summer Singles title but will have work to do with newly crowned Winter Premier League Champion Geoffroy Buffetrille looking to add the Summer title to his Winter one and with Matt recovering from a broken arm (albeit his left one) may not be at his best.  Only two players have managed to hold both Summer & Winter titles at the same time, Toby Northern and Andrew Bellamy-Burt, no easy task.
Will Neil Selby be able to improve even further after finishing third in the Winter Premier League, could Matt Buesnel probably the best pointer in the Island join the mix after his Winter 2017/18 Premier League title or could the Islands Men’s world Singles representative Andrew Bellamy-Burt win his third Summer title after winning in 2015 and 2016 (not forgetting his 2015/16 Winter title).

Week 1 – 3rd April 2019

Singles League
The new season got underway with our largest membership for several years.  We had a hail shower in the morning dampening the terrains for the first fixtures on the season.

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The actual result was a win for Laurent 13 – 8, 13-8 and he is tied at the top of the table with Geoffroy as a result.  Laurent plays Toby next.

Brian Harris had his best season last summer finishing 5th before being relegated for a record 5th time in the winter.  Brian had a tough first opponent (aren’t they all in the Premier League) in Matt Buesnel and Matt was 12 – 2 up in the first game before Brian came back for a more respectable 8 points.  Brian though turned the tables on Matt in the second game winning 13 – 3 for a draw.
Two players hoping to relive former glory were Ross Payne and Toby Northern, anyone’s guess as the result of this, well Super 6 responders thought this:
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The actual result was a narrow win for Ross as he won the first game 13 – 12, but was 8 – 1 up and 12 – 5 up in that game, for some impressive firing in the second gave him the win.

Keith Pinel and Andrew Bellamy-Burt was un-played due to an injury to Keith, we wish you a speedy recovery Keith.  So with Matt Pinel having a bye he played Andrew instead from week 7.  Matt scored a record 33 points last summer as he blew everyone away, but only just avoided relegation in the winter, so which Matt will we see this season.  The first game went Andrew’s way 13 – 8, before Matt turned the screw in the second game to win 13 – 1.

In division 1, nobody thought Harrison Marie would beat Callum Stewart one of the favourites for promotion.  Harrison however had other ideas taking the first game 13 – 12 and was just 2 points away from a win losing 13 – 11 for a good result for Harrison, not so much for Callum though.

Davis Ibitson also dropping down a division played Cassie Stewart who had a fantastic end to the Winter Season.  Could Cassie continue that run?  Not quite, but a good draw.

Both Paul Le Moine and Joey Le Clech are former Premier League players so was going to be a tough match, Super 6 responders though Joey would edge it.
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The result, well another draw in division 1.

James Rondel was playing his first Singles season and took on his Doubles partner in the Liberation Doubles Open from last year, a competition in which they finished Runners Up.  
There wasn’t much separating them in the Super 6 results with James edging it despite the fact that Paul will be playing in the Premier League in the Winter 2019/20 season.
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This had another game going to 13-12 but a draw was all they could manage.

Matt Ryan is the pre-season favourite, in fact he finished second in the Winter Premier League, but having missed the previous summer season dropped down a division for this summer.  He played Matt Hutchings who had a fantastic game gaining a valuable point as 5 of the six matches ended in draws in this division.

Another player joining the singles league again is Jake Romeril, another player expected to challenge for the title.  He played Brigitte Ibitson in his first match and he became the only player to win a match in Division 1’s week 1 fixtures to top the table.

In Division 2, favourite and JPA chairman, Andrew Limbrick played newcomer Tim Jackson, could Tim be a dark horse in the league?  Not yet as Andrew cruised to victory in the first game before a little scare in the second having to come from behind to win.
