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CHILD CARE SUBSIDY

From the 2nd of July 2018, there will be a new Child Care Package.

This package includes a new Child Care Subsidy, which will replace the current
Child Care Benefit (CCB) and Child Care Rebate (CCR). This will be based on
combined family income, activity test and service type. The subsidy will go
directly to the service for reduced child care fees.

The government will contact you via email or letter explaining what families need
to do to transition to the new Child Care Subsidy.

Use the Family Child Subsidy Estimator to find out how much Government
subsidy you might be eligible for.
