It is also a fact
that the 1983 Challenge Team (which
came in a close second) was chosen by
the exact same method of throwing (30)
darts. for score. It is also a fact
that the selection committee for this
event was made up of Ed Conduff, Steve
Smith and chairman George Esposito.

If all we wanted to do is win and
boast of our heroics we would have
chosen teams such as Toledo or Detroit
that are themselves in the ranks of the
beginners. I do agree our system of
selection could use changing. The Exe-
cutive Committee is always eager to
listen to suggestions. It is unfortu-
nate that because people do not win
they tend to blame the system, rather
than striving to improve themselves
and their team. Let us pull together
and grow as a group instead of boasting
of our individual achievements.
