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		WHO IS IT FOR?

Under a new European Union Directive, professional bus, coach and lorry drivers need to hold a Driver CPC (Certificate of Professional Competence) in addition to a vocational driving licence. 

Any drivers of lorries over 3.5 tonnes and minibuses with 9 seats or more must obtain a Driver CPC before 10th September 2014.  Periodic training involving 35 hours must then be undertaken every 5 years.

Qualification is by course attendance so there are no tests or exams.




	



	










COURSE STRUCTURE:

Courses can be split into 5 separate 1 day, 7hr sessions. 
This training is periodic and will need to be completed on a five year basis.
There is no requirement for a pass/fail element.

Training sessions include the following:

Driver’s hours and tachographs
Safe vehicle loading and operations
Safe and economic driving
Health and Safety
Systems and procedures for safe, efficient & secure transport operations 
The course will follow RTITB / JAUPT syllabus.

Details of sessions attended are uploaded to the DSA website regardless of result.  

Drivers will not be awarded their CPC documentation until 35 hours have been completed within the 5 year period.
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OUTCOMES

By the end of the course you will be able to:

Discuss a range of issues relating to professional standards and behaviour including: operating licensing, company paperwork, route planning, customer care, international transportation of good and vehicle security.

Correctly lift and safely move objects in the approved HSE manner.

Recall and discuss the regulations regarding EU Driver’s Hours and the Working Time Directive within the context of your day-to-day duties.

Use a digital tachograph in a correct and legal manner to meet the requirements of EU regulations regarding Drivers’ Hours and tachograph usage.

Identify the potential risks associated with an unhealthy lifestyle and how this could impact on your driving skills.

Discuss sympathetic use of vehicle braking systems and safe and appropriate usage of vehicle load handling aids.

Describe safe procedures for loading and discuss the key principles of load security and vehicle stability.

Identify and react appropriately to risks and hazards within your work environment.

Discuss and put into effect the principles of safe and economic driving.

Identify and drive according to the risks and conditions associated with rural and urban roads.
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
