Singles League
Well what a week, for the title favourites.  Division 1 favourite Matt Ryan lost his first match of the season against bottom of the table James Rondel quickly followed by his second against Joey Le Clech.  Despite this Matt remains top over Callum Stewart who missed his chance to move above Matt Ryan by drawing with Matt Hutchings.
In fact Callum dropped to third after Paul Le Moine pulled off another win, this time over Brigitte Ibitson.  Paul is just one point off Matt with a match in hand against James Rondel.  James needs to beat Paul Le Moine to have any real chance of avoid relegation.

Callum the only player now undefeated in the Division 1 league is just three points above Joey with just two matches to go.

Jake Romeril won just his second match of the season over Cassie Stewart to move onto 12 points and still with a chance of being promoted.

At the other end of the table David Ibitson suffered a heavy defeat against Paul Bell in game two for a draw and David now sits one point above relegation with Paul needing to win his last two matches to have any chance of staying up.
Harrison Marie inflicted a heavy defeat on James to move out of relegation with Matt Hutchings taking his place in the bottom three.

Some big matches in the next Singles League fixtures on the 7th August as Paul Le Moine plays Callum Stewart, Matt Ryan plays Jake Romeril.  This could give Joey a good chance of making ground as he plays bottom placed James Rondel.

The three other matches in this division are all relegation matches with David Ibitson v Matt Hutchings, Harrison Marie v Brigitte Ibitson and Cassie Stewart v Paul Bell.

In Division 2 Andrew Limbrick early season charge is starting to stall with 4 draws and a defeat from his last 7 matches, his lastest match a draw with Brendan Jones. 
One defeat was a match played in advance against Natasha Romeril who following wins over Stephen Stoneman and Branden De La Haye moved to within 5 points of Andrew with two matches in hand so could go top!
Jean Stewart drops to third place following another draw, this time to Stephen Stoneman who also drew with James Villalard.

Brendan and James can still gatecrash the top three with James having a match in hand which could see him move second with a win.

Tim Jackson is probably out of the promotion race following a defeat to Luke Canavan who moved out of the bottom three as a result.  Lorna & Mo drew to remain in the bottom half of the table.

In the Premier league in the Winter season Toby became the first person to take points off Matt Pinel, ruining his 100% record and this season Toby became the first person to beat Matt to move into second place.

But other results went Matt’s way which means if he wins his two matches in hand on the top two he will move back to the top and is aided by a much better points difference.

This was despite Andrew Bellamy-Burt beating Matt Buesnel, Andrew then narrowly avoided defeat to Alice Ibitson, only taking the second game 13 – 12.

Geoffroy Buffetrille won his scheduled match against Richard Williams but then could only draw with Neil Selby.  Geoffroy can also move top as he is on the same points as Matt, but a much poorer points difference.
The result against Geoffroy was Neil Selby’s third draw in a row after none in his first 7!

Ross Payne is in third place with a match in hand over Andrew. and could give himself the best chance of the title win if he beats Andrew in the next Singles League fixtures on the 7th August.  Alice beat Brian and with the draw against Andrew is on 13 points with three matches to play.

With Keith having only played 6 matches he sits bottom with Richard Williams also in the relegation zone but Alex Stewart, Laurent Pellaton and Brian Harris all in danger of the drop.

The Premier league is a double fixture on the 7th August, a date that could see the title won and players relegated.

Keith Pinel and Brian Harris hold the keys as they both have to play Matt and Geoffroy.
