down for updates in June 
GM announced that the Corvette Assembly 
Plant would shut down for approximately 3 
months at the end of 2017 model year 
production.  After $290 million upgrades to 
the assembly lines including ñnew 
technologies and processesò, the plant will  
re-open and begin production of the 2018 
model year.  The much anticipated release of 
the ZR1 is expected in early 2018.
