[ am the City Attorney for Dalworthington Gardens, Texas (“DWG?). [ am submitting this
Request for a Decision pursuant to Tex. Gov't Code § 552.301. I am enclosing 217 pages of
numbered documents - each page bearing a number labeled “ORR — DWG/Noonan p. __". For
convenience, | will refer to various documents by their page number.

TIMELINESS OF REQUEST

This Request for a Decision is timely. I enclose Mr. Noonan’s original January 29, 2015
Public Information Request (pp. 1-2). In response to that Request, I made a timely request for
clarification as authorized by Government Code § 552.222 (pp. 3-4). In the request for clarification,
1 explained to Mr. Noonan that providing a broad interpretation of his request, his request for “all
documents produced by Freese and Nichols and submitted to the City” (original Request p. 2)
broadly interpreted could include documents submitted to me or to other attorneys who were
retained by DWG to address administrative litigation involving DWG and the Texas Commission
on Environmental Quality (“TCEQ”). (Request for clarification p. 4). In response, on February 18,
2015, Mr. Noonan clarified that he was in fact seeking Freese and Nichols documents submitted to
the attorneys. (Clarification p. 5). On the same day, February 18, 2015, [ explained to Mr. Noonan
that I would proceed with seeking a decision from the Attorney General (p. 5). In accordance with
Government Code § 552.222 and in accordance with City of Dallas v. Abbott, 304 S.W.3d 380 (Tex.
2010), the present request for a decision is timely because it is submitted within 10 business days of
Mr. Noonan clarifying that he was in fact secking the documents which are the subject of this request

for a decision. As an overview, I have created an index of the documents which are numbered pages
1-217.

PENDING ADMINISTRATIVE LITIGATION INVOLVING DWG & TCEQ
