"Inspection and Sale of a Negro". Shows European and African slave traders; one of former inspecting slave, 
another onlooking, a third bargaining over trade goods with African traders.
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Captioned "A Slave Auction," shows an enslaved mother and her daughter on the auction block; another enslaved mother with infant waiting to be sold; white onlookers and white auctioneer.
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The illustration shown here, of a man in a 'slave shed" or barracoon, is described as follows: "Captives . . . are hobbled with roughly hewn logs which chafe their limbs to open sores; sometimes a whole tree presses its weight on their bodies while their necks are penned into the natural prong formed by its branching limbs"
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An image of some slaves captured by H.M.S. Undine in July last. They had been kidnapped 200 miles south of Madagascar, brought down to the coast . . . In all there were 120 of them; and, as the slave dhow was only 63 tons, they had to be packed like sardines…."
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The reaping of the sugar cane; black fieldworkers, and white overseer. 
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This type of thatched house was found during the later years of the slave period, in the early 19th century.  

Many slaves were forced to live together in these small poorly made houses.
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"The Last Daughter," shows a white man whipping a black woman while she holds onto her child. This illustration depicts a scene in which the author of this anti-slavery novel describes how slave children were sold away from their mothers who were past child bearing. In this case, a mother, all of whose children had been sold away, was unwilling to part with her only remaining child; while the girl clung to her mother's dress, the new master whipped the mother, telling her to hold her "cursed chatter"

	"stocks for hands and feet, with bed and hand stocks (from the approved models"). A man and woman in stocks; in the lower right hand corner is a calabash water container (called "too-too" in Trinidad). Bridgens notes "this is a common punishment for the smaller delinquencies, which are not judged deserving of the lash.
	"Gordon under medical inspection". Shows the scars resulting from severe lashings; this slave was able to escape his master and get across Union lines during the civil war.
