To the Sherburn and Welcome City Councils,

The department logged 174 calls for the month of October. This
brought the total for the year to 1,687. In comparison, the department
logged1,615 call in 2017 and 1,726 call in 2016 for these same
reporting period.

Response time average was 2 minutes 30 seconds. This is right in
the department average range.

The department web-site saw 2,110 visits in the month of October.
This is below the department’s average of approximately 2,600.

The department was awarded a grant from Valero in mid-October
toward the purchase of new in-car camera systems. The department
is replacing the existing Digital Ally camera systems which were
installed approximately 9 years ago and are moving to WatchGuard
systems. The Valero grant was for a total of $10,000. This, along
with a grant we received from Martin County Area Foundation last
year will cover virtually all of the cost for the new systems. Thank you
Valerol!
