“The readings today do not attempt to 

“explain” the Trinity to us, but they do reveal 

how God works: “God so loved the world that 

he gave his only Son, so that everyone who 

believes in him might not perish but might have 

eternal life.” 

 

God reaches out to us through Jesus, His Son 

and our brother, and who is the full sign of 

God’s love for all people. We may not be able 

to define this God of ours, or list all of His 

attributes on this Trinity Sunday, but this much 

we do know – our God is merciful, gracious and 

relentless in His love.
