You must arrive as a group no less than thirty (30) minutes before your scheduled time
and be at your stage area ready to go on stage as scheduled. *Late arrivals may not be
allowed to perform.
The members of your group are responsible for set-up and tear down before and after
your performance. Instruction & supervision will be provided by the Stage Manager.
Main stage has a sound tech and monitors.

o Choral risers, tape players, CD players, piano/keyboard, or storage of equipment
The Stage Manager is the ONLY person who will be in control of the sound system and
equipment on the stage.
