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In the early morning hours of Feb. 18, 1546, Martin Luther closed his eyes forever. And th ¢ )7 i
hand that hammered the 95 Theses into the door of the Castle Church in Wittenberg on Oct. 31,
1517, penned its final words:

AnWe are all beggars. This is true. o

And this is the truth that our Lord says makes yo
beggar; you must be utterly dependent and reliant upon God. This makes us unconifortabde way we 01
uncomfortable when someone gets &lar i st mas or birthday present whe
we owe them. And we dondét much | i ke being i n some

But what Luther would remind us is that we are al
Go d 6 s rsbAadytlysas His legacy to the Christian Church. Christ came for sinners. He came to seek and sa
the lost. He came to heal the sick and raise the dead. He came for sinners, and He dwells only with sinners.

And, if we are to be where He is, we mustbking to be counted among the lost, the sick, and the dead. We mus
be willing to be beggars. We must cry out for mercy, for grace, and for his undeserved love and kindness. We
be dependent solely on Him and what He gives.

And her e 0 He giviesus éverghing. £verythiiigorgiveness of sins, salvation from death and the
devil, and eternal life. This is not because of any worthiness or merit in us, but it is because of His divine
goodness, mercy, and grace.
